THE more IMPORTANT WAYS of FIGHTING EVIL

(in order of effectiveness)

1st Frequent confession.
2nd Live in grace and not in sin!
3rd The Holy Mass and Holy Communion every

day!
4th The worship of the Eucharist.
5th Prayers (the Rosary type).
6th Lastly, exorcisms.

It is useless that a person comes or wants to start
straight away and only with exorcisms.
Most times a person has need of conversion,
not exorcism: they need to approach God and to
live an intense christian life! If not, it is impos-
sible to help those who refuse to be helped... 

WHAT to DO?

It is the question that you ask when you notice
that you are affected by a bad influence. The first
thing to do is to avoid going to magicians, sor-
cerers and fortune-tellers who, as will be said
later, only aggravate the situation. Instead it is
necessary to go to an exorcist Priest (and not to
magicians or other people who say they are exor-
cists without being Priests). These false exorcists
who are not Priests, even dress themselves in
the priestly stole to deceive many poor people!
The most effective therapy recommended is the
following:
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devoted servant, to praise you and bless you eter-
nally in Paradise. Amen.

PRAYER to SAINT MASSIMILIANO M. KOLBE

(Celebration 14 August)

This prayer is most effective for those
approaching an exam and are blocked because of
a bad influence, and cannot manage to do it or pass
it.

Oh Saint Massimiliano Maria, faithful disciple of
Saint Francis from Assisi, who, inflamed with the
love of God, spent your life in heroic virtue and per-
formed the holy deeds of an apostle, turn your gaze
to us your devotees who trust in your intercession.

You who, radiated by the light of the Immaculate
Virgin, attracted countless souls to the ideals of
sanctity, calling them also to every form of apostle-
ship, in perfect consecration to Her, by the triumph
of good and the expansion of the Kingdom of God,
obtain for us the light and strength to do good
deeds and to attract many souls to the love of
Christ, through Our Immaculate Lady.

You, who in the perfect conformity to the Divine
Saviour, reached such a high level of charity as to
offer, in sublime testimony of love, your life in order
to save that of a fellow prisoner, obtain for us from
the Lord the grace that, animated by the same
ardour of charity, we can with faith and by deeds
testify Christ to our brothers, to reach God with you
in the light of eternal glory. Amen.
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The more of them you do, the better it is. It is
necessary to never omit from these the prayer
against the specific disturbance that you have (it
should be recited at least 3 times a day), the
Consecration to the Guardian Angel (page 174),
the prayer to Our Lady of Sorrows (page 247), the
Rosary of the Father (page 378), the Pious Pleas
to Saint Joseph (page 392), Entrusting to Mary
(page, 46), the consecration to Archangel Saint
Michael (page 42), and recite the prayer that dis-
turbs the most many times a day.

9. The worship of the eucharist. You can also do
it privately, going to sacramentized Jesus in
church, above all when He is alone.

10. Exorcisms and prayers of liberation carried out
by a Priest.

Keep with you as well the precious recom-
mendations on page 250. This therapy of “break-
through”, if well done, is very effective. All this is
excessive? Then find yourselves a more effective
treatment. As a Priest I do not recommend the per-
missible, but the best.

The USE of BLESSED WATER and 
EXORCISED OIL and SALT

The use - with faith! - of blessed water and
exorcised oil and salt is of great help for those who
are affected by evil influences and sorcery.

Blessed water can be consumed, poured onto
food or used to prepare coffee, tea or other drinks.
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1. Frequent and well-done confession (possibly
every week). The Demon is terrorized by confes-
sion, therefore he does everything to stop you
confessing or to make you confess badly. This is
the weak point of the Demon and we have to
attack him there! If there is someone in the house
who blasphemes or is far away from God, they
very much obstruct the liberation of others.

2. Morning and evening prayers (and those
before meals).

3. The reciting of the complete holy Rosary: the
joyful mysteries in the morning, the sorrowful ones
in the afternoon, the glorious ones in the evening.
Avoid reciting all three mysteries together; they
are to be said at the times indicated. If the daily
reciting of the whole of the Rosary seems exag-
gerated to you, read that which Our Lady said on
page 18. It must be said with faith, on your
knees and slowly.

4. A real journey of faith (educating yourself in
the religion every day) is a real return to God.

5. The Holy Mass and Holy Communion every
day. You cannot beat the Evil One without taking
part in the Holy Sacrifice and if you do not receive
Jesus in the Holy Host every day. Every day expe-
rience of those affected and possessed continual-
ly confirms this.

6. The every day practice of the Act of Love
(page 172).

7. Fasting indicated by Jesus.

8. The reciting of various prayers of liberation.
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It cannot be repeated enough that the water
and the exorcised salt and oil are to be used with
faith and many prayers! Otherwise a magical
use of these holy items is risked. And that would
be the worst thing! On the other hand if these
items are used without faith and prayer, they
will not work.

TALISMANS - AMULETS - SCAPULARS

Another important topic is that of talismans and
amulets that magicians sell at up to several million
lire. An ex magician who was converted by Father
Leone, the noted exorcist priest of Andretta
(Avellino) said: “Do you know why a talisman costs
300 thousand lire or even 800 thousand lire?
Because to load them with evil energy, the Demon
insists that Our Lady is blasphemed 300 times on
the talisman that costs 300 thousand lire and that
Jesus or Our Lady is blasphemed 800 times on
the one that costs 800 thousand lire”.

Just imagine what certain people bring upon
themselves! The trouble is that they are convinced
that such fiendish things protect them! They also
pay several million lire to buy them and carry them
about their person!... In the so-called scapulars,
always sewn with much care, the powder of the
bones of the dead are actually found!

Another important topic is other superstitious
objects, unfortunately widespread, and that are
loaded with a great evil power. Very widespread
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Exorcised salt is usually used in food.

Exorcised oil (that has to be olive oil and not
that made from grains) is similarly used in food. It
is used to flavour the food, not to fry it.

If a person starts to vomit or goes to the toilet
frequently after using the water, oil and salt, it
means that they had been made to eat or drink
something that contained evil influences. This food
or drink in the stomach reacts on contact with the
blessed water or exorcised oil and salt and, slow-
ly over a few days, the sorcery is driven out.

Holy water and exorcised oil have demonstrat-
ed to be very effective (always if used with faith
and with prayer!) when it is passed in the sign of
the cross over the parts of the body affected by the
sorcery, such as a headache, sore eyes etc. It is
most useful to carry (with faith and with prayer!)
a little exorcised salt in your pocket, in your per-
sonal items, in cushions and mattresses, in cars.

Blessed salt and exorcised oil also have much
power in the defence against cases and places
disturbed by noise or evil presences. In such case,
all you have to do is put a little exorcised salt in the
four corners of the rooms reciting Our Father to
eliminate the noise or evil presences. Such effec-
tive protection of the blessed salt is much rein-
forced if you put a drop of exorcised oil alongside
the salt you placed in the corners. You renew the
oil and salt periodically so that the noises and the
evil presences completely disappear.
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smith will give the amulet that we gave him to
someone else, thereby ruining another person.

The same things applies to the horseshoe that
many actually put with great elaboration in their
homes or cars. It is a sign of great stupidity and of
an enormous religious ignorance... and in the field
of religious ignorance, one pays and one pays
dearly as is demonstrated by many facts, includ-
ing fiendish possession.

We must be careful also of those people who
say they can remove “the evil eye”. Even if at
times they act in good faith, they do not know that
they are carrying out a magical rite and to carry
our magical rites means paying homage to the
Demon! It is clear that the consequences are very
dangerous.

The Holy Bible warns us of this: “The Lord
says: my people, do not let anyone among you
practice divination or use withcraft or magic or
spells and don’t let them consult the spirits of the
dead or do fortune-telling, because whoever does
these things provokes the rage of the Lord... ”
(Deuteronomy 18, 10-14).

We must also be careful of those people (who
are not priests) who say that they remove the evil
eye and evil influences. They do not have con-
secrated hands as do the priests and therefore
do not have any power against the Demon and
evil influences. Indeed, with their magical arts,
the occult or manifestations, are at the service of
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for example is the horn-shaped amulet. We see
them in cars, in shops, in houses, hanging on a
chain around a person’s neck or on watches.
Many people naively think that this amulet protects
them from “the evil eye”. They do not know that in
fact this amulet does not only not protect them, but
strongly attracts negative and evil forces.

A young man who came for exorcism did not
receive any benefit for a good two months,
because he wore a gold horn-shaped amulet on a
chain. I made him remove it as soon as I saw it.

The same thing goes for other superstitious
objects such as pain eliminating bracelets
advertised by magicians, hands in the form of a
horn, a hunchback, signs of the zodiac carried
about the person or around the neck on a chain,
that unfortunately today are widespread and given
as presents. These fiendish items are often worn
alongside a medallion of Our Lady or a Crucifix on
a chain at the necks of people!

Jesus was very clear. He told us: “You cannot
serve two masters. Or you are with God or you are
with Satan!” Therefore all these fiendish objects
should be destroyed and kept far away from us
and our homes. If they are made of gold, as is
often the case, we must take them to a goldsmith
to be melted down (in this way they will lose all
their evil power!) and made into a medallion of
Our Lady or a Crucifix. In this way we will destroy
these evil objects at the roots; otherwise the gold-

avoid speculation by the sellers. During exorcisms
the Evil One is forced by the power of the Lord and
of Our Lady, to tell which are the most powerful
Demons and which is the prayer that they can-
not tolerate. While putting this to the test it has
been effectively seen that the possessed of such
Demons, generally calm during the exorcisms, go
wild at the recitation of such prayers. It is good,
therefore, that affected people (and their relatives),
other than the more effective remedies against
evils indicated on page 250., fight the evil spirits
with the specific prayers that they cannot tolerate,
as shown on the following schedule:

To deceive people, they display in their rooms
where they receive clients, pictures of a Saint or of
Our Lady. However, they never have a picture of
Archangel Saint Michael on the wall because they
cannot bear to see their Master, that is Satan,
crushed under the feet of Saint Michael. And this
makes many things understood by those who
want to understand... 

GOOD to KNOW... 

Other than exorcised incense, another thing
that has been most efficient is the display of the
image of Jesus, of Our Lady and of Archangel
Saint Michael, in a lovely frame, with an exor-
cised candle also lit in front of it, to free from
evil presences shops and studios etc where
clients no longer go, thereby economically ruining
the proprietors who have been forced to close
down.

Other than holy water and blessed salt, greatly
effective is the use of exorcised incense to free
places from evil noises and also from mysterious
stenches. All you have to do is burn a little - but
with faith and with prayer! - and the noises and
stenches will quickly disappear. However, various
bishops do not recommend the use of incense,
reserving it only for the worship of God and to

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ILLNESS and FIENDISH ACCENTUATION

Let’s not be surprised at the devilish influence
over all these ills. The Gospel tells us of a woman
who, from the age of 18, was kept infirm by an evil
spirit; she was bent and couldn’t straighten herself
out in any way whatsoever and Jesus liberated her
(Luke 12, 10-17). The evangelist Saint Matthew
tells us of a demoniac person, blind and mute,
healed by Jesus (Matthew 12, 22). These two
unhappy people were not possessed by the devil,
but had the presence of a demon that provocated
their grave physical disturbances (1). Once the
demon is crushed, they regain their health. Illness
is a disorder in the order created by God. With sin
we open the doors to illness. Of the rest the Bible
tells us that, because of sin, evil, illness and death
entered the world. It is clear that at times the
demons provoke the illnesses or they accentuate
them (and that happens when evil influences are
used to actually provocate these illnesses); in
other cases it is obligatory to turn to medicine that
is also a great gift of God. It is necessary to pray
also in these cases because prayer helps every-
one and to the Lord it is as easy to heal a physical
illness as it is to free someone from a illness
derived from an evil influence. The same goes for
an illness accentuated by an evil action, given that
the Evil One does everything to not let himself
be discovered and seeks to confuse his evil
action with the illness. In such case it is neces-
sary to do as much as is said on p.352.

Only
the holy names of Jesus and Mary have to reign in our hearts, so
that they make us become “Holiest Trinity’s living temples”).

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EXORCIZED WATER; 
SALT and OIL MAGICAL RITES?

Also in the catholic world there are they who
think that the use of exorcized water, salt and oil
are “magical rites” and do not know that they are
sacramental. The sacramentals are sacred rites
and signs that the Church instituted, with a certain
imitation of the Sacraments - that’s why they are
called sacramentals - to obtain determinate spiritu-
al effects, as the pardon of excusable sins and the
elimination of the influence of the Demon. The
sacramentals do not give us grace - that one
obtains with Confession - but prepares to receive
grace and arranges for the faithful to collaborate.
They are: the use of blessed water, the sign of the
Cross, the processions, various blessings (of
water, of oil, of salt, of candles, of ashes, of twigs
of olive or palms), the eucharistic blessing, the
exorcisms. This is widely spoken of in the
Catechism of the Catholic Church (numbers 1667-
1673) therefore it is of grave ignorance not to know
these things and confuse them with magical rites. 

Father Gabriele Amorth says: “Of the means
that the exorcists make the greatest use of, we cite
in first place exorcised water (or at least blessed
water), exorcized olive oil, exorcized salt. Any
priest can recite the Ritual prayers to exorcise
these three elements; no particular authorization is
needed. Rather, it is most useful to know the spe-
cific use of these three sacramentals that, used
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Father Leone, the noted exorcist of Andretta,
who taught me so much and encouraged me
towards the ministry of liberation, with happy
priestly intuition said of such proposal: “In some
cases the intervention of the exorcist is not
enough, as that of the doctor cannot be enough.
That is why it is important that science does not
exclude religion. The demoniac epileptic is an ill
person who has symptoms of epilepsy but breaks
the chains and roams around the cemeteries,
therefore it’s a matter of an evil accentuation, other
than illness. The first case, epilepsy, is curable by
medicine; the second case, evil accentuation, we
go to God. This fact has perhaps been the reason
that induced Prof. Cancrini to pronounce himself
favourable towards the future closing of mental
hospitals. The right choice, that I myself, as a
catholic exorcist, fully agree with, calling for, nev-
ertheless, the careful attention of the institutions
and the collaboration of colleague exorcists so that
religious sciences can serve as the next assis-
tance to the mentally ill removed from the mental
counselled with Saint Giuseppe Moscati, saying:
“Peppino, how come you always get every diag-
nosis right... it is human to make mistakes!”. The
holy doctor then replied: “I have never examined
an ill person trusting myself only to medical sci-
ence, but also ask the patient for his collabora-
tion through prayer and the sacraments”. So,
the exclusion of God by many non-believing doc-
tors and patients is of great damage, because one
doesn’t realise the limit, the shortages and the
faults that exist in man” (1).

Monsignor Alberti, came on orders of the Pope with
a possessed woman, Francesca F., who rolled
around the ground screaming. We heard her cries
from outside. The Pope had started to pray, 
pronouncing various exorcisms, in vain, Only when
at the end, the Pope said to the woman: “I will say
tomorrow’s mass for you”, was Francesca F., sud-
denly liberated from the evil power, and returned to
normal.” John Paul II had then admitted to being
“most impressed”, explaining that this was the first
time he had experienced such a case: “A true bib-
lical scene!” he exclaimed. Don Gabriele Amorth,
exorcist in the diocese of Rome, commentating on
the matter said: “I knew of the Pope’s exorcisms in
1984 and found out about others made by him
later. Also recently. I didn’t, however, know of this
one, carried out in 1982. I see nothing exceptional
in this event, because Jesus Christ exorcized, the
Apostles exorcized, and I consider it natural that a
bishop, as successors of the Apostles, exorcize”.
To the question “Why so much interest?” he
replied: “It astonishes because the Catholic Church
has let the mission of exorcism die for too long. I
believe for about 200 years. I would say, in part, in
reaction to the exaggerations of the past, in part
because there was a rationalism and a materialism
that had poisoned also the clergy. For which it was
sought to explain away everything with natural
causes, turning people, even if they were pos-
sessed by the Demon, to psychiatrists.
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with faith are of great benefit (1). Don Amorth also
says most significantly: “That disbelieving catholic
world will perhaps laugh at these maintained prop-
erties. Certainly the sacramentals are as effective
as how much faith there is; without this they are
often ineffective. Those who use them with faith
see unexpected effects. I know of many illnesses,
rebelling at medicine, that disappeared only
because the party concerned had made the sign of
the cross over them with exorcized oil (2). Often to
strike the victim, the children of Evil spread fiendish
powders in front of the house (or where they know
the victim will pass for certain) and at times in the
letterbox. Exorcized salt placed here, but with faith
and many prayers, resolves every problem. It
seems incredible, but the facts confirm it.

THE EXORCIST in the VATICAN:
POPE WOJTYLA

So said Corriere della Sera on 20/7/1993 speak-
ing of a demoniac liberated by Pope John Paul II.
We are informed of the fact by the deceased
French Archbishop, Jaques Martin, who in his
posthumous book of memoirs, refers to how Pope
Wojtyla had crused Satan from a woman, victim of
fiendish possession. “A few days ago - writes

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THE STRUGGLE against the EVIL ONE

Now that the Pope has said that a typical activ-
ity of Jesus was actually that of exorcism - and of
it he himself gave the example by exorcising in the
Vatican - it also goes for the priests who con-
tinue Jesus’s work of salvation in today’s
world.

It also clearly emerges from the Gospel the
power of the demon: Jesus calls him: “prince of
this world” (John 14,30). Saint Paul calls him “god
of this world” (2 Corinthians 4,4). Saint John
affirms that “all the world lies under the power of
the Evil One” (1 John 5,19), intending by world that
which opposes God.

Here then is the work of the Saviour. Jesus
came to “destroy the work of the devil” (1 John
3,8), to liberate man from the slavery of Satan and
to establish the kingdom of God after having
destroyed the realm of Satan. Therefore the
episodes in which Jesus liberates the possessed
have very particular importance. When Saint Peter
reassumes the work of Jesus in front of the pagan
centurian Cornello, he doesn’t cite other miracles,
but the fact that he liberated “all those that were
under the power of the devil” (Act 10,38). We
understand then why the first power that Jesus
gives to Apostles is that to throw out the
demons (Mathew 10,1). 

But between the first coming of Christ and the
parousia (the second triumphant coming of Christ
as judge) the demon seeks to attract as many of
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THE POPE: “JESUS is the GREAT EXORCIST”

The Pope not only gave the example to
Bishops and Priests, exorcising personally that
woman possessed by the demon (1), but had
underlined the importance and the necessity today
of exorcisms in two of his Wednesday catechisms
(2). This is what the Pope says: “After Giordano’s
baptism, Jesus started to carry out his triple mis-
sion: regal mission, that committed him in the
struggle against the evil spirit, prophetic mission:
that made him the tireless preacher of the Gospel,
and priestly mission, that urged him to the praise
and the offering of himself to the Father for our sal-
vation. All three of the synoptic gospels underline
how, soon after the baptism, Jesus was conduct-
ed by the Holy Spirit to the desert to be tempted by
Satan (Matthew 4,1; Luke 4, 1; Mark 1,12)...
Starting in the desert, the struggle against Satan
proceeded for all of Jesus’s life. One of his typi-
cal activities is actually that of exorcist, for
which all the people cry amazed: “He commands
even the foul spirits and they obey” (Mark 1,27).
Also in the Catechism of the Catholic Church
(number 1673) explicitly records that Jesus had
practised exorcism (Mark 1,25) and it is from Him
that the Church derives the power and the duty to
exorcize.

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THE PRESENCE of SATAN 
in the MODERN WORLD

How do they come to understand, therefore,
the work of Christ, those who deny the existence
and very active work of the Evil One? How do they
understand the value of the redeeming death of
Jesus? On the basis of the scriptures, the Vatican
II, affirms: “But God sent his Son to the world with
the aim of removing man from the power of dark-
ness and from the demon” (AG 1,3).

This is what Pope John Paul II said in addition
on 24/05/1987 when he was visiting the sanctuary
of Archangel Saint Michael on Gargano: “This
struggle against the demon, that marks Archangel
Saint Michael, exists today also, because the
demon is still alive and operating in the world.
In fact the evil that is in him, the incoherence of
man, the internal rupture of which is victim, not
only to the consequences of the Original sin, but
also to the infestation and darkness of Satan”.
Words that make you reflect! In an exorcism the
Evil One said through the possessed person to the
exorcist priest: “If I were not here, what would
you have to do here?”

In what way does the demon oppose God and
the Saviour? Wanting for himself the veneration
due to God and mimicking the christian institution.
Therefore he is anti-christ and anti-church. Against
the Word made flesh who redeemed man, Satan
avails himself of the idolizing of sex that degrades
the human body to an instrument of sin; erotism is
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his people as he can; it is a struggle that he con-
ducts in desperation, knowing that he is already
beaten and “knowing that he has little time”
(Revelation 12,12). Therefore Saint Paul tells us
with all frankness that “our battle is not against
creatures made of flesh and blood, but against the
princes, against the powers, against the domina-
tors of this dark world, against the evil spirits of the
celestial regions” (Ephesians 6,12).

It be also clear: Jesus beat Satan through his
sacrifice on the Cross; but already before through
his teachings: “If I throw out the demons with the
power of God, it means that the Kingdom of God
has come to you” (Luke 11,20).

Beaten by Christ, Satan fights against his fol-
lowers, that is the christians. The struggle against
“the evil spirits continues and will last, as the Lord
says, until the last day” (GS 37). In this time every-
one is put in a state of struggle, that being earthly
life, proof of trust in God. Therefore the “faithful
have to try hard to stay firm against the demon’s
traps and resist him... Before, in fact, reigning with
glorious Christ, after completing the course of our
earthly life (no other test exists!), we will appear
before Christ’s tribunal, for everyone to report that
which they did in their mortal life, be it good or bad;
and at the end of the world we will come out of it :
they who did good deeds, to the resurrection of
life; and they who did bad deeds, to the resurrec-
tion of condemnation”. (LG 48).

the powers of good and evil. This great battle has
at its centre the heart of man.

Receiving baptism, we receive grace: the
Original sin together with personal sin is cancelled
(if we receive baptism as adults). And if we die in
the faith, we are granted life eternal. It is true that
the grace is abundantly given through the sacra-
ments and especially the Most Holy Eucharist.
And yet our nature remains inclined towards evil.
And the Evil One operates, the Evil One tempts.
Even if we are given the grace of salvation, evil is
not inactive, indeed it is alive in us and around us.

Life is a time of grace, but it is also the time of
spiritual battle. Jesus also underlined this, he says
that in God’s field, together with grain grows the
mischief-maker; and says that the mischief-maker
(that is the children of the Evil One) will grow
together with the grain (that is the children of God)
until the end of time. It is only at the end of time
that evil will be eradicated and rendered harmless
(Matthew 12, 24-30 and 13, 36-43).

God allows the Evil One to tempt us; Jesus
also, as everyone, was tempted (Matthew 4, 1-11).
Certainly we ask ourselves: “But why does the
Lord concede so much space to the Evil One?”
Why, with baptism did he not also remove, togeth-
er with the Original sin, lust, that is, the tendency
towards sin?”. What is the reply? “to the contest”,
said the Council of Trento. That is, so that we,
through the struggle, can experience the power of
grace and deserve the crown of victory.
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urged to unbridled and revolting forms. In addition,
imitating the divine faith, he has the satanic
churches (where the Demon is worshipped), he
has his veneration, his consecrated (often with a
blood agreement), his worshipers, the followers of
his promises. In addition as Christ gave special
powers to his Apostles and his successors, for the
good of the soul and body, the Evil One gives
special powers to his followers for the ruin of
souls and the illness of bodies, as spoken about
further on (1).

THE SPIRITUAL BATTLE

How people are mistaken, those who are con-
vinced that with the Resurrection of Jesus, the vic-
tory over Evil is these days concluded and settled
and the demon can no longer harm man.

In fact this isn’t the case. The Evil One has the
power to harm, to tempt, to deter man from the
way to salvation and to urge him on the way to
ruin, up to the second coming of Christ which will
be by the permission of God. The wounded Evil
One still has the power to harm, as that serpent
who, beaten, nevertheless still has his mortal poi-
son. And so paradise on earth has not started with
the resurrection of Christ. This earth is a theatre of
struggle, a theatre where one harshly confronts

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can be affected by witchcraft and radiate strong
evil influences. This is one of the most unthinkable
tricks of the children of the Evil One. Contact with
these objects or being in their presence greatly
damages liberation if one is already affected.

It is necessary, therefore, to have them exor-
cized by exorcist priests. When that is done, the
people violently unleash themselves! For the
same reason you must never obtain objects of
devotion from magicians, sorcerers or presumed
healers who adverise them in newspapers or on
television, promising extraordinary effects, in this
way deceiving and ruining poor people.

BUT do you STILL BELIEVE in these THINGS?

It is the phrase that a lady said (and many like
her) when speaking to an exorcist. Without losing
his composure, he replied: “For what reason then,
the Sacred Scriptures say: “But for the unbeliev-
ers, the immoral, the sorcerers and for liars is
reserved the ardent pool of fire. This is the second
death” (Revelations 21,8)? And for what reason
does Saint Paul say: “The works of the flesh are
well noted: impurity, idolatry, witchcraft, orgies
and things of that type; those who practice them
will not inherit the kingdom of God (Galatians 5,
19-21)? The word of God clearly proves that the
work of sorcerers and witchcraft are sins so grave
as to merit the eternal punishment of hell. “I am
sorry to remind you dear father of Jesus’s words:
“You are a teacher in Israel and do not know these

Redemption is the gift of God, but is also a
merit; the salvation that God offers us, but it is also
our conquest. That is why God left the tendency
towards evil in us. The Lord allows the Evil One to
tempt us, but this will never be above our
strength. It is good that we experience our fragili-
ty and the need of God, because in this way we
stay in smallness, in humility, in prayer.

Here is an important testimony: “Do not lose
the faith! This is the true aim of the Evil One and
not that to make us suffer. He doesn’t so much
seek our suffering, but something more, that is that
we say: “Enough, I’m beaten, God is not capable
of liberating me; God forgets his children if he
allows such suffering; God doesn’t love me, evil is
superior to Him”.

This is the true victory of the Evil One. Faith,
however, is our salvation. If we do not strongly
believe, the harm that evil does us can last for
years without improvement. The faith tells us that
after the cross there is always the resurrection, as
after night comes the day; everything is created
like this. After Holy Friday comes the Resurrection;
first the cross, then the glory. It was this way for
Jesus, it will be this way also for us.

SACRED OBJECTS AFFECTED 
by WITCHCRAFT?

Yes, even objects of devotion such as prayer
books, pictures, crucifixes, sacred statuettes etc.
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to you, when I do not let you feel my love. I prayed
in the middle of mortal agony, while the vision of
the Passion tortured me, while my disciples aban-
doned me and Judas betrayed me. Learn to pray
in the dark hours of your life! The value of a prayer
does not depend principally on the quantity of
words, but by the intensity of love, and when love
is great, it is strong, do not say many words... a
loving glance towards Me, a protestation of love,
an enjoyment of my presence, a listening to my
teachings, a word about Me... all that is praying,
simple, but true praying. Pray with perseverance!

My prayer in the Garden seemed to remain
without response from Heaven, but I wasn’t dis-
couraged. I repeated the lamentation a second
and third time, until the Father sent me an Angel to
console me. Such lesson for you is that many
times with your novenas you give God a set time
to answer you!

Admire more than anything the humility of my
oration. From the Son of God made flesh, I laid on
the ground, like a poor worm, my forehead in the
dust. I didn’t dare to raise my gaze to Heaven, I did
not remind the Father of my infinite merits, but I
presented myself to Him, crushed by the mass of
your sins; not expecting but humbly asking:
“Father, if it is possible...” as if I did not merit to be
answered!

You, instead, many times pray so full of your-
selves, as if by your merits you had the right to
expect the grace that you ask. How much blind-
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things?” (John 3,10) so said this well prepared and
courageous woman.

It isn’t that they do not know. Unfortunately
many bishops and priests no longer believe in the
Demon and in the power that Christ gave to the
Church to drive him out. They believe it to be
something surpassed. They dismiss everything
saying: “Stuff of the Middle Ages!”, Father Amorth
said: “I call the phrase: “Stuff of the Middle Ages”,
the argument of asses, because it signifies: firstly,
that one doesn’t know the Middle Ages, that it is a
very illuminating age, even if it has its shadows as
did all the ages; and then because it doesn’t go
back to the Middle Ages, it goes back to Jesus,
indeed it goes back to Adam and Eve, therefore
much later”.

HOW to PRAY?

Listen to Jesus who teaches us to pray; “Learn
from me to pray with humility, with faith, with sub-
mission and with perseverance! Contemplate me
in the Garden while I pray.

Oh, how this prayer was welcomed so much,
because it was not proffered in a moment of joy
and of comfort, but in the dark hour of agony, on
the eve of my Passion and death!

It is beautiful to pray, when I overwhelm you
with graces and favours; but it is generous and
heroic to pray when it seems to you that every-
thing is against you, when heaven seems closed
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understanding of it and were to recite it every day
and were to get others to recite it, God and his holy
Mother would pour an abundance of graces into
their souls to make of them an instrument of their
glory. With his word, be it also unadorned, he will
obtain more fruit in a month than others do preach-
ing in many years.

Dear fellow brothers, let’s not content our-
selves with advising others; we must recite it our-
selves. Even if convinced by the excellence of the
holy Rosary, if we do not firstly recite it ourselves,
others will give it as little importance as we advise,
because no-one can give that which they do not
have. Jesus did and taught (Act 1,1): therefore
let’s imitate Jesus who first did and then taught.
Let’s imitate the Apostle that knew and preached
only the crucified Jesus Christ. We will do it
preaching the holy Rosary that, you will see further
on, isn’t only a series of Our Father’s and Hail
Mary’s, but a divine compendium of the mysteries
of life, suffering, death and worship of Jesus and
Mary.

TO SINNERS

“To you sinners, one who is more a sinner than
you offers this rose, reddened by the blood of
Jesus Christ so that it adorns and saves you.

The unrepentant impious and sinners cry con-
tinuously: “Crown us with roses (1 Peter 5,4). We
also cry: Crown us with the roses of the holy
Rosary.
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ness you bring to your love! Therefore you should-
n’t be surprised if many of your prayers are not
and will not be answered!”.

THE IMPORTANCE of the ROSARY

TO PRIESTS

“Ministry of the Almighty, preachers of the truth,
heralds of the Gospel, allow that I present you the
white rose of this small book to put in your hearts
and on your lips the truth exposed in it with sim-
plicity and without pretence. In your heart until you
yourselves enage in the pious practice of the
Rosary and taste its fruits. On your lips, so that
you communicate to others its excellence and with
such means you can convert them.

Beware, I beg you, of considering this holy
practice to be small and of little importance, as the
ignorant and even many proud learned people
want to do. It is really outstanding, sublime, divine.
Heaven itself gave it to us, and gave it to us actu-
ally to convert the more hardened sinners and
the more obstinate heretics. God attached to it
the grace of this life and the glory of the other. The
Saints held it high and the supreme Pontiffs invest-
ed it with authority.

Happy is the priest and director of souls, to
whom the Holy Spirit revealed this secret that the
large part of man does not know or knows only
superficially! If they were to have a concrete
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If you are faithful in devotingly reciting it until
death, notwithstanding the enormity of your faults,
believe me: you will receive the crown of glory that
doesn’t wither (1 Peter 5,4). Even if you find your-
selves on the edge of the abyss or with one foot in
hell, even if you have sold your soul to the devil
as a sorcerer or are a hardened heretic and obsti-
nate like a demon, sooner or later you will con-
vert yourselves and save yourselves. Provided
that - I repeat and note well my advice - say the
Rosary devotedly every day until death, to under-
stand the truth and to obtain the contrition and the
pardon of your sins” (1).

In a celebrated exorcism made in the name of
God, Lucifer was forced to affirm: “God gave Her
(Our Lady) the power to crush us, and She
does it with the Rosary, that made her powerful.
Because of this the Rosary is the strongest
prayer, the most exorcizing. It is our scourge,
our ruin, our defeat. The Rosary always beats
us, and is the fountain of incredible graces for
those who recite it all (15 mysteries). For this
we oppose it and will fight it with all of our
strength, wherever, but particularly in the
Community, it’s strength would break all of our
resistance; there is no evil that can resist the com-
munity reciting of the whole of the Rosary”.

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But how they are different their roses from ours!
Theirs are carnal pleasures, various honours, their
transient riches that soon will be withered and cor-
rupt. Ours, instead, are the Our Father’s and the
Hail Mary’s, recited well and accompanied by
good deeds of repentance, and will never wither
and perish. In a hundred thousand years their
beauty will shine as today.

Their very extolled roses have only the appear-
ance of roses; in reality they are thorns that prick
with remorse during life, that pierce with lament in
the hour of death, that burn for all eternity in anger
and desperation. If our roses have thorns, these
are Jesus Christ’s thorns that he transformed into
roses. If our roses prick, they prick for only an
instant, just to heal us from sin and to save us.

Let’s go to contest to crown ourselves with
these roses of Paradise, reciting a Rosary every
day, that is three crowns each of five decades as
garlands of flowers:

1) to honour the three crowns of Jesus and Mary:
that is Jesus’s crown of grace in his incarnation,
his crown of thorns in the suffering, his crown of
glory in heaven, and the triple crown that Mary
received in heaven from the Most Holy Trinity;

2) to receive three crowns from Jesus and Mary:
the crown of merits in this life, the crown of peace
in death, the crown of glory in paradise.
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of your much beloved Son
and our Lord Jesus Christ
in atonement of my sins,
for the holy souls of Purgatory
and for the needs of the Holy Church.

We will experience how great is the gratitude of
the souls of Purgatory and how the Lord is ready
to answer their prayers for us, especially in the
struggle against the Dragon.

USE BLESSED WATER OFTEN

Blessed water - if used with faith and trust -
bears great spiritual benefit and is of great help to
us and to the souls of Purgatory, our powerful
allies against the Evil One. The Priest blesses the
water as representative of the Holy Church, whose
prayer is always received by the Divine Saviour.

If you yourself sprinkle a person, present or
absent, with the blessed water, the prayer will rise
to God again, and attract graces upon those peo-
ple blessed with the holy water. That naturally
goes also for the souls of Purgatory. This is why
the poor souls profoundly desire blessed water. It
is the same thing to sprinkle the ground with a
handful of it or else just some drops, accompanied
by a short prayer for them. If we were able to hear
the “please” of the souls in Purgatory for a single
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THE FORMIDABLE HELP 
of  the SOULS in PURGATORY

In the struggle against the Evil One, in the front
line alongside us are the souls of Purgatory. Their
intercession to God in our favour is very powerful,
above all the prayer for the abandoned Priests
souls. Let’s recite the following prayer 50 times,
with the Rosary beads:

Wash, oh Lord,
with your very precious Blood.
the abandoned Priests souls.

With such a prayer we will allow them to come
out of the very painful purification of Purgatory, to
enjoy in eternity the shining face of God in the hap-
piness of Paradise. We can, therefore, imagine
what immense gratitude would come our way from
the souls of such Priests.

Jesus himself said: “I welcomed this prayer and
am happy, because not one drop of my Blood
must be lost for the souls for which I spilled it”.
These words naturally go for all the souls of
Purgatory for whom let’s do the following prayer
often during the day:

Eternal Father, I offer
the body and the blood,
the souls and the divinity
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In fact we are exposed every day to danger to
our souls and bodies and we need graces and
help. One of the most simplest and effective ways
to successfully drive away the attacks of evil spir-
its is the use - frequently and devotedly - of
blessed water.

THE POWER of SATAN

There is an ordinary action by the Demon,
that is used on all people: that to tempt them
towards evil. Jesus also accepted this human con-
dition leaving himself to be tempted by Satan
(Matthew 4,1-11). Satan’s extra action, that God
allowed him only in specific cases, has four differ-
ent forms:

1. Devilish possession. It is the gravest tor-
ment and takes place when the Demon possess-
es a body (not the soul) making it act and speak
as he wants without the victim being able to resist
and therefore without being morally responsible. It
is in this case that one sees phenomenons such
as making the victim speak unknown languages,
demonstrate superhuman strength, know remote
or secret facts. The Gospel presents a typical
example with the possessed person of Gerasa
(Mark 5,1-20).

2. Devilish oppression. This refers to other
disturbances that are not actually possession.
Biblical examples: Job wasn’t possessed, but was
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drop of blessed water, we would bless them with
the water every day. One day Maria Simma threw
some blessed water for the souls in Purgatory. A
voice said to her straight away: “Throw some more
of it!” (1). 

When we help the poor souls, their grateful
hands rise to God thanking and praying. And the
Lord willingly answers their pleas, granting abun-
dant graces to their aid. Blessed ashes are also of
great help to them, because they threaten the
darkness in which the poor souls find themselves.

A christian should always have a small bottle of
holy water in their room for three valid reasons:

1. for themselves and for their relatives, so that
the Lord frees them from every harm to their souls
and bodies and with it all powers of the Evil One;

2. for dying sinners so that God grants them con-
version in their last hour.

3. finally to sprinkle it for the poor souls in
Purgatory.

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WITCHCRAFT

Witchcraft consists of the harm to others
through the actions of the Demon. The means
most used to operate witchcraft is a bewitched
substance or object that is a sign of the will to
harm and is a means offered to Satan to mark you
with his evil force. There are two ways in which the
victim can be affected by this sorcery.

There is the direct method that consists of
making the victim eat or drink something which
contains the bewitched substance, prepared with
various ingredients: menstrual blood, bones of the
dead, various powders for the main part black.
The indirect way of bewitching a personal pos-
session of the victim (photo, clothes, other per-
sonal objects) or also bewitching a figure that rep-
resents them: a puppet or doll. A very common
example is a doll that during the satanic rite is
pierced with pins around the head. The victim
feels strong pain at the very same points.

The sorcery is often confirmed by the strange
objects that are found in cushions and mattresses:
coloured ribbons knotted together, small cords full
of knots, small braids of hair etc. All things or facts
that aren’t explained without the intervention of an
invisible hand.

At times it happens that these strange objects
do not turn up at the first search; but then if you
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gravely affected in respect of his children, his pos-
sessions, his health. The bent woman (Luke
13,10-17) and the blind and mute man (Matthew
12,22) healed by Jesus were not possessed, but a
demon who provocated their physical problems
was present. We exorcists meet a great number of
people whose health is affected (with illnesses
that medicine doesn’t cure and which doctors can-
not understand), whose affections are affected
(they suddenly leave people they care for without
reason) and who are affected in their work (every-
thing goes badly with misfortune after misfortune).

3. Devilish obsession. This refers to absurd
obsessive thoughts, but such that the victim is
unable to free themselves from them. The person
affected lives in a continuous state of exhaustion,
desperation and temptation to commit suicide.

4. Finally devilish infestation of homes and
animals exists. It is in fact noted that the Demon
can also take possession of places and animals
(Mark 5,11-13).

But the Lord knows how to draw good from
these satanic manifestations: conversion, the
return to the faith and intense prayer and spiritual
progression. It is not by chance that Saint
Giovanni Crisostomo considers the Evil One an
instrument of sanctification; certainly, not to give
him merit, but to worship the wisdom of God who
uses everything for our good.

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lowing two causes are intervened by human free
will, in this first case it is only God who allows the
Demon to possess or disturb a person with the aim
of purifying or testing them. A biblical case is Job,
who was affected in his children, his possessions,
his health.

The second cause is when a person is affect-
ed by witchcraft. The most used form of witch-
craft used is a bewitched substance or object. And
in our society which is poor of faith, and by this
ever more rich with superstition, withcraft is rising,
enriching the magicians, sorcerers and other chil-
dren of Satan who do, paid or not, such fiendish
things. The New Catechism of the Catholic Church
(n,1671-1673) also talks of exorcism not only of
people but also of objects (that is, homes, things,
animals).

In the third cause the person who receives the
damage is totally guilty. It can depend on the firm-
ness of the sins of particular gravity: sexual per-
version, the very grave sin of abortion, the moving
away from the practice of religion. How many
times one hears: “I’m a believer but not practis-
ing!”. The Demon also believes in God (and trem-
bles!), but what is his faith worth? He continues to
be a Demon! Why? Because he doesn’t want to
do the works of God! Therefore the faith of those
who say they are faithful, but not practising is sim-
ilar to that of Satan…
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sprinkle exorcised water or put a Crucifix or a pic-
ture of Our Lady there, then the most strange
objects appear.

The witchcraft can be of division if it is aimed
at making two spouses, an engaged couple, two
friends separate; it can be of falling in love, if it is
aimed at making two people marry. Other witch-
craft is for illness, that is so that the victim is
always ill; other for destruction (the so-called
death spells); still other to impede someone from
studying or for driving clients away from a shop. All
the bewitched objects must be sprinkled with
blessed water (the person him/herself can do it)
then burned in the open and the ashes (as also
the objects made of metal and therefore cannot be
burned) thrown where water flows (river, sewage
system), but not in the toilet of one’s own house. It
is important that the burning of the betwitched
objects be done praying and wetting the hands
with blessed water, before touching them and
after their destruction. You cannot act lightly in
these things.

CAUSES of DEVILISH POSSESSION 
and DISTURBANCES by the EVIL ONE

There are three possible causes. The first is the
simple permission of God. Nothing can happen
without divine permission. But while the other fol-

It is noted that in schools many youngsters play
the “Ouija board” game with friends and they enjoy
themselves in evoking the dead: it can happen
that someone is affected or possessed. It is nec-
essary to watch the youngsters, who are most
exposed; one act of curiosity or imprudence can
be enough to be affected for the rest of their lives.

Let’s add straight away that those who pray,
who live a intense christian life, who support the
Sacraments, is protected. The Most Holy Mary, the
great and fearful enemy of Satan, protects us. As
do our Guardian Angels and the Saints.

EUCHARISTIC DESECRATION 
and BLACK MASSES

As we have already said, the Most Holy
Eucharist is horrendously desecrated in the Black
Masses. But while before the consecrated Hosts
were stolen to be desecrated in these rites, now
with the concession of receiving the Communion
in the hands, there is no longer need to steal the
Most Holy Eucharist by night because they calmly
receive the consecrated Hosts in their hands by
the Priests themselves.

The ill-intentioned take advantage of the
Communion in the hands and, pretending to carry
the consecrated Host to the mouth, they skilfully
slip them down their sleeves, into pockets, into a
hankerchief or in a bag, etc. and then they take it
to magicians (or sorcerers) to desecrate it and get
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Let’s add also that many youngsters ruin them-
selves by staying in front of the tv watching for
hours programmes of violence, horror and
pornography, and actually listen to satanic
rock, or wear medallions of magical or satanic
symbols like that which bears a type of upside-
down “Y”, as one sees in the design alongside. 

Carrying it is a sign of belonging to
Satan (even if one doesn’t know)
because it represents the cross of
Christ turned upsidedown (and isn’t

the sign of peace as one believes). And then they
tell me that they do not have time to recite the
Rosary and go to Mass every day!

Then there is another series of cases in which
one exposes oneself to be affected or possessed:
taking part in spiritual sittings, card reading
(even as a game or without asking for money), the
practice of magic or of other forms of occultism,
resorting to sorcerers, fortune-tellers and
magicians, the practice of Reikh, resorting to an
indian “guru”, attending satanic worships (that
have their summits in numerous Black Masses,
where the Consecrated Host is horrendously des-
ecrated), the membership of satanic sects, these
days so numerous.

The consecration to Satan, the blood agree-
ment with Satan or other forms of link with him
also exist. Those who practice these things know
that it’s a matter of “experiences” continually
increasing; by which also continually increasing
are the cases of devilish disturbances. 
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presence of Jesus in the holy Host - denied or
put in doubt by many catholics - is instead very
firmly believed by Satan’s worshipers who, in
fact, desecrate it in ways so horrendous! Who
wants to understand, will... In the catholic world
also, unfortunately, many desecrations of the
Most Holy Eucharist takes place, as Father
Enrico Zoffoli proves in his disconcerting book:
Eresie del Movimento Neocatecumenale (Heresy
of the Neocatechumenial Movement) (1).

OBSTACLES to LIBERATION

1. The largest and most frequent obstacle is if
a person has ill-feeling in his heart. The Lord
conditions our pardon to the pardon we give to
others. He told us in the Gospel: “Forgive and you
will be forgiven” (Matthew 6,14); “Forgive us the
wrongs that we have done as we forgive the
wrongs that others have done to us” (Matthew
6,12). It can also be a grudge against God. It is
common that one gets angry with the Lord for a
wrong or

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them to make death spells for them; or else sell
the consecrated Host (50 thousand and also 100
thousand lire each one) to satanic sects and with
the proceeds many also buy drugs.

The consecrated Hosts are horribly dese-
crated in the Black Masses at the singing of
hymns to Satan, for example: “Hail conqueror of
the infamous Christ”, “Come, oh God Satan, to
destroy the tyrant Christ”, “Honour and glory to our
saviour Satan” and similar!

In the Black Masses, celebrated nearly always
at night and spreading rapidly, the altar is formed
of a nude woman. The people who take part con-
secrate themselves to Satan, often making
human sacrifices, then they also do the nause-
ating satanic communion. The Black Mass
ends then with an orgy...

I have come across cases of possession that
have been long and difficult to heal because the
damage to these people have periodically
been celebrated at the Black Masses. In fact
when I did the prayer: “Prayer against every harm”
on page 44, at the phrase: “...drive away from us
the Black Masses”, the possessed person
screamed and flung himself about furiously, telling
me through insults and vulgarity to not say those
words.

There is a sad comment to make: in the Black
Masses the hosts that are not consecrated are
not accepted. That means very simply: the true
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NOT to BE FORGOTTEN

Other than the remedies indicated on page
250, another very effective weapon against the
Demon is fasting. Fasting paralyses the Evil One!
A good nine Apostles weren’t able to free a pos-
sessed boy from a deaf and mute spirit. And when
they said to Jesus: “Teacher, why were we not
able to drive him away?”. The Son of God replied:
“This type of Demon is driven away only with
prayer and fasting” (Mark 9-29; Mathew 17,21).
The fasting can be very strict, if in the day (usual-
ly Friday) you do not eat anything at all; it is strict
if you take bread and water, and ordinary if you
skip lunch or dinner having a small breakfast. It is
clear that such material fasting has no value if we
do not fast, also and above all, from ill or sin. For
example: let our eyes fast from obscene
images, and the tongue from many obscenities
or, worse, blasphemies!

Most welcome to Our Lady are also the so-
called act of mortification, that is to give up that
which you like the most as for example cakes, cof-
fee, ice-cream, cigarettes, etc. And also and
above all, fasting from television to dedicate
yourself to prayer or worship.

We pray, then, as much as we can. It is a grave
lack of humility and a sign of little faith to say or
think: “If God wants to heal me, it is enough to say
a few prayers well”. Jesus said to pray always
(Luke 21,36) and He himself gave us the example
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misfortune that they consider unjust and unde-
served. Besides, it is always indispensable to
forgive those who have done us harm.

2. At other times the cause of slowing down or
the blocking of liberation is the lack of commit-
ment by the people affected. They expect that
the exorcist priest or the people praying for them
do everything. The exorcist helps, but the person
concerned must fight against it every day with
the holy Mass and the daily Holy Communion,
with the complete Holy Rosary (of 150 Hail Mary’s)
every day, with frequent prayer to Saint Michael
and other prayers of liberation. You don’t want to
go to Church? Can’t you resist it? Instead you
have to go there and remain there! It costs
effort, but you must do it for your own good!

3. The fact that one hasn’t sufficiently atoned
or repented for one’s sins. It isn’t enough to be
pardoned in Confession, the obligation of the
repentance lasts. How can you atone for, for
example, the sin of abortion? In this case it is
necessary for repentance and atonement that
lasts a whole lifetime! (See also page 327)

4. Other frequent obstacles (the type found in
youngsters) is the desire of liberation to then have
a carefree and immoral life. It is indispensable
here first the journey of serious conversion and
then of liberation. These are the four principal
causes that slow down or block all liberation.

other than prayers and fasting, to obtain healing,
penitence is indispensable. It is penitence for
example to stay on your knees and pray, also
when it costs us dear; it is penitence to confront
the discomforts to go to the exorcist priest; it is
penitence to tolerate, in the spirit of offering, the
heat or the cold in the church waiting to be
received; it is penitence (and great charity!) to give
precedence to see the exorcist to another who is
suffering more (like children), etc.

In addition let us abandon ourselves to the
paternal will of God. At times the celestial Father
allows discomforting trials , but always for our
good, even if we do not understand it straight
away. Speaking of two people who suffered much,
Our Lady said: “They also were my children, but
to be able to save them I had to allow this”. If
we put this truth into doubt, in practice we do not
believe that God is good and that he is our Father.
And this frequently is the ultimate and most
tremendous obstacle which the Evil One attacks
to impede us from arriving at liberation. Therefore
be careful not to fall into this terrible trap.

PRACTICAL EXAMPLES

A young mother couldn’t free herself from
grave fiendish torments, notwithstanding many
prayers. But when in the middle of this suffering
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of passing whole nights in prayer. Many do not
obtain liberation because they could pray a lot
more but they don’t. Our Lady maternally reminds
us; “Dear children, turn off the television.
television has destroyed you and has taken
the taste of praying from you! Turn off the tele-
vision and you will be amazed at how much time
you will have to pray”.

We pray by love, not by fear, so that the celes-
tial Father always follows us with his heart in the
middle of the most painful tests. We pray with
serenity (otherwise we will play the ancient
Serpent’s game, who does everything to throw us
into discomfort), but also with seriousness, so
that such struggle against the powers of evil
requires our maximum commitment every day. It is
not for nothing that Our Lady reminds us often that
Satan is Strong, even though, in the end, she will
crush his head. Very welcome to Our Lady is the
Consecration to Her (p.46, 221) and the Plea to
the Blessed Immaculate Virgin of the Miraculous
Medallion (p.218). Recite them often.

Another formidable help against the Darkness
is resorting to the Saints that our Lord gave us as
friends, protectors and models of life. Their inter-
cession to God in our favour is very effective
when we ask, with faith and perseverance, their
help in the struggle against Satan. It is therefore
an excellent thing to prayer every day to Saints
like Saint Anthony of Padova, Father Pio, Don
Bosco, Saint Lucy (especially for those who have
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A lady was not able to free herself from pos-
session because she showed herself to be,
before God, guilty of religious ignorance in
which she had raised her daughter and had kept
her husband. Here is another case that couldn’t be
resolved in any way. Commanded in the name of
Our Lady (and forced by Our Lady to speak) the
Evil One said: “Here is needed a continuous
series of exorcisms”. From then on the person
concerned came every day and liberation came
swiftly.

Another obstacle to liberation is created by
those who, although praying, at social occasions
and in public go against the Church and
against the values of the Gospel! How can we
ask Jesus for liberation, if in life we do not accept
his divine teachings and defend abortion, divorce
etc? Another impediment is in those who want to
be liberated, but retain the wickedness in their
heart, the ill-feeling, the lack of charity. The same
thing goes for those who never think of helping
their own dead or else abandon their parents in
hospices, rather than keeping them at home with
love.

Another obstacle is created by those women
who, although sincerely asking for liberation, are
all dedicated to frivolity and vanity (make-up,
smoking) rather than living in sobriety and in a
serious style of life. The same thing goes for men
in respect of cigarettes, alcohol, games. Another
impediment to liberation is placed by those guilty
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she exclaimed in all humility: “Lord, I offer you also
this in reduction of my sins”, the Evil One left her
instantly. It was enough, that act of abandonment
to God, with humility and faith, to crush the
Demon! Another girl couldn’t improve in any way,
notwithstanding intense prayer and a devoted
sacramental life. But when, in all sincerity, she
said: “Jesus I abandon myself to You; grant me or
don’t grant me liberation, let it be at your holy will!”
from then on liberation came swiftly!

At times a serious obstacle to liberation is the
lack of knowledge of our faith. How many by their
religious ignorance could be defined as baptized
pagans and not christians! A young girl who found
herself in this situation of religious ignorance said:
“Jesus, why don’t you liberate me? You know that
I love you”. And straight away she heard the voice
of the Lord who said to her: “How can you love
me if you do not know Me?” How many people
today could Jesus say the same thing to!

Yet another girl couldn’t manage to free herself
because of a great fear that the Evil One managed
to strike into her heart; she couldn’t find the
strength necessary to be able to drive away this
fear. After a some time she discovered that,
although she was 29, she hadn’t been confirmed!
Therefore she hadn’t received the gift of Strength,
one of the 7 gifts that the Holy Spirit gives at the
confirmation. Those who have the gift of strength
are not afraid of anything and those who have to
confront the powers of Evil have particular need of
such virtue.
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Communion and, if they die in this state without
repenting, they do not have the right to funeral
rites: This is not only because they have sinned,
but continue to live in a state of sin. The recon-
ciliation with God and with the Church, by means
of confession, can be granted to the divorced
remarried who are repentant of the harm done and
commit themselves to live in complete temper-
ance (2).

THE SIGNS of LIBERATION

In the case of devilish possession, the
Demon firstly says to the exorcist: “I am fine here”,
“I will never leave!”, “You can do nothing against
me!”. Then he starts to say: “You have beaten me”,
“I can’t bear it anymore!”. At other times the
Demon, feeling unable to resist the prayers of
exorcism, calls for help; that is he calls for other
demons to come and help him.

I have heard the Evil One call for help many
times from the people who had used the sorcery
(and in this way I found out who actually attacked
those poor wretches). The Demons asked that
with prayers (to Lucifer, naturally: prayers that
those who practice sorcery know very well) that
their evil powers that were about to give way, be
reinforced. Often, to such aim, they ask for the cel-
ebration of Black Masses that have great evil
power.

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in arguments with relatives over inheritances and
similar, and that goes directly against fraternal
charity which is much advised by the Lord. The
same thing goes for those who take gross advan-
tage of their employees, or do not give them a fair
wage or work on Sundays. Another frequent
obstacle is made by those who do not behave in
marriage according to the design of God. How
many people today, although being religiously
married in church, live in impure sin and contin-
ually offend the dignity of the sacrament of mar-
riage with lust, masturbation, pornography, the use
of contraceptives (condoms, withdrawal method,
the pill etc.), with adultery, divorce, an open mar-
riage (1). Remaining in such a state of sin they
can never obtain liberation.

Another impediment, very frequent and very
difficult to remove, is when the people affected by
an evil influence, are married by a civic ceremo-
ny only, or just live together, or else they are
divorced and remarried. In such cases, the peo-
ple live in sin and to obtain liberation it is indispen-
sable to put themselves back into the grace of
God. Those who are married only civilly (or just
live together) have to, after due preparation, cele-
brate the sacrament of marriage in church.

More difficult is the case of the divorced and
remarried. They may not receive the Holy

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Many who fall again is due to the diminution or
abandonment of praying and of the Holy Mass
with the daily Communion or, worse, because they
have returned to sin. So in such a situation it is
much more difficult to reach liberation because the
Demon (as the Gospel of Matthew 12,43-45 tells
us) returns with another seven spirits worse than
him. Therefore be careful not to fall again!

WISE WORDS!

“I believe that listening to all the brothers with
much patience is part of being the priesthood.
Everything must be submitted to healthy common
sense, especially by the clergymen, but never,
never a soul in torment, of course unknowingly
oppressed by the Evil One - isn’t it perhaps his
trade? - it can be treated superficially, minimizing
the problem or, worse, refusing to listen. Jesus
didn’t do this! The sacred ministers do not know
that it is actually their indifference that often forces
the simple and unprepared to turn to magicians
and sorcerers or other aberrant practitioners, who
are the paid instruments of the demon and his tri-
umph?” (1).

HOW to MAKE a BEWITCHED OBJECT

The bewitched object or sorcery in “the art of
harming others through the intervention of Satan”.

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Another sign: The Demon seeks to communi-
cate his own sentiments to affected people. As lib-
eration gets closer, the Demon says that your
resistance is useless and the person affected
thinks: “It is useless to go to be exorcized; it is all
useless for me!”. Or else has the convinction: “The
exorcist doesn’t understand anything, I need a
mental hospital!” (Note well: true mad people
never believe themselves to be mad!).

For this reason the affected person becomes
discouraged and says: “I will no longer go to
receive exorcisms!” There are several cases that,
on the eve of their liberation, the people gave up
coming because they were convinced that by now
for there was nothing that could be done for them
and that the exorcisms were useless.

Other signs of liberation: violent crying (they
are redeeming tears), strong and quick chattering
of the teeth, becoming stiff like a dead body, so
much so as to seem dead. This happens often:
while in common illnesses the ill person gets bet-
ter little by little until cured, here the opposite hap-
pens, that is, the person affected is always worse
and, when they can no longer take it, are healed.
It isn’t like this all the time, but it is frequently like
this. After liberation it is very important that the
person liberated does not neglect all their
prayers, the Mass and the daily Holy
Communion, a serious commitment to a chris-
tian life. And it is well to ask for some more
blessings every now and again because the
Demon seeks always to return.
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riches of the earth, if you kneel down before me
and worship me” (Mathew 4,8-9).

Therefore hours and hours of worship with for-
mulated prayers to Satan or also with rhymes full
of the most horrendous blasphemies against
God. The more the sorcerer wants to do harm, the
more he has to prolong the hours of worship.

He can do some of it by day, but it is mostly
done at the dead of night, from 2 am to about 5
am. It is in the night hours that the victim experi-
ences the strongest torments. Also the Saints that
have experienced particular fiendish attacks
agreed that they came predominately at night.
This is truly the power of darkness! (2).

THE SORCERERS

“Do you remember, Don Leone, those two sor-
cerers who, thanks to your advice, converted? You
often spoke to me of them. One had abandoned
the evil ways actually at the end of his life in the
middle of great struggles and tribulations. The Evil
One sought in vain to make him commit suicide to
retake him. The other, instead, became a fervent
believer. You complain, though, because with yet
another one you didn’t have luck. You brought him
to your studio, packed with clients, many times to

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This evil action is carried out only upon specific
request, that is, it is necessary that someone
intends to do harm to another person and goes to
a magician saying: “I want that such person is
affected by a series of illnesses”, “I want that his
business goes to rack and ruin”, “I want that he
leaves his wife to come to me” and similar.

The evil influence emanates itself through
bewitched objects, prepared by the sorcerers, in
which Satan imprints his evil force and the
object/substance is ingested (in respect of food or
drink) or else placed in the homes, in cushions or
wherever (in respect of an object). But how do
they place these evil objects everywhere? By pre-
ternatural means, that is, outside of natural possi-
bility. Otherwise the magic - if it weren’t to do
something extraordinary - what magic would it be?

The sorcerer says to the client who orders the
evil act: “I will work on it now and all will be done”.
The sorcerer’s work consists of almost exclusively
passing many hours in worship of Satan. The
Evil One desires more than anything to be wor-
shiped by man, who, as baptized, are children of
God. In fact the greatest insult that he can do to
God, who had punished him so harshly with hell,
is to make human beings adore him who, recov-
ered with the blood of his Son Jesus, should live
only for God and with God. Just think that Satan,
in his supreme insolence, tried to ask of such act
of worship from Jesus himself in the desert, saying
to him: “I will give you all the kingdoms and the
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suffers, but suspends it for a certain period. It is
the Demon who has left. After a certain time the
problem and pain returns. The Gospel tells us of a
demon that came out of a soul to then return with
seven other demons, worse than himself (Matthew
12,43-45). That is what happens when you turn to
a sorcerer. We give three significant examples of
this.

FIRST EXAMPLE. One starts to have physical
pain. They try various doctors and medicines, but
the pain increases rather than disappears; the
cause is not discovered. They then go to a sorcer-
er, or to a fortune-teller (who reads the cards) ded-
icated to magic and one hears said: “You have a
bewitchment. If you want I will remove it from you.
I will be satisfied with a million lire”. First they think
about it then they decide and pay. Of course they
are asked for a photo, an intimate item of clothing,
a lock of hair. After a few days the person feels
cured and is well pleased with how they have
spent that million lire. It is the demon who has left.
After a while the usual disturbances start to come
back.

The poor thing returns to the procedure of doc-
tors but the medicine does not work, while the ill-
ness increases more and more. It is the demon
who has returned with seven other demons worse
than he. At the height of the suffering the person
thinks: “That sorcerer made me pay a million, but
he removed the illness from me”; and so they
return to him without realising that it was actually
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help him in his conversion, but he was unyielding.
He told you that he descended from a family of
sorcerers dating back four centuries and that
he did not intend to break this chain.

He was happy with the Devil as he had made
him a rich man and he proudly showed you his
property. He used a crucifix to confuse people, but
in a low voice launched horrendous blasphemies
upon you. “And your conscience?” you ventured to
say to him. “Conscience...and what is con-
science? I don’t have a conscience”. These
were his final words (1).

BUT do the SORCERERS REALLY HEAL?

Father Amorth replies: “Experience teaches me
that it is to do with, on most occasions, provision-
al healing that then leaves a greater ill. In any
case: it is a poor wretch who is healed by a sor-
cerer. They have formed a link with the Demon
and with the sorcerer. And it is about links with
harsh consequences, which are then very labori-
ous to break” (G. Amorth: Nuovi racconti di un
esorcista (New stories of an exorcist), Dehoniane,
Rome, p.192).

The provisional healing is also called sus-
pended effect. That is, the sorcerer doesn’t
remove the problem from which the person

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dent, for example, people adorned with special
charisma who are often affected by sufferings, the
healing of which you must not pray for.

Everyone remembers Father Pio, who for 50
years supported the shooting pains of the 5 stig-
mas; but no-one had thought to pray to the Lord
that he would remove them from him: it was too
clear that it was the work of God, for great spiritu-
al ends. The Demon is astute; he very willingly
would have wanted that Father Pio were not to
have imprinted in his flesh the signs of the Passion
of Jesus! Naturally it’s different if the Demon
provocates the stigmas and brings about false
mystics (G. Amorth: Un esorcista racconta (An
exorcist talks), Dehoniane, Rome. P. 170-172).

THE SYMPTOMS of EVIL PRESENCES

Don G. Amorth writes: “Let us be aware that no
two cases are ever the same. The behaviour of the
Evil One is extremely varied and unpredictable”.
The fundamental signs are most of all three: the
head, the stomach, the aversion to holiness.

THE HEAD - The head is incessantly affected
by night and by day. Instruments of such distur-
bances are betwitched objects that are placed in
cushions, in a way that contact with the head
makes their evil radiation stronger and more effec-
tive. The symptoms of the disturbances of sleep
are: difficulty in falling asleep, nightmares, dreams
so horrible and anguishing that they strongly
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the sorcerer who caused the aggravated illness.
And one hears said: “This time they have made a
bewitchment against you that is much bigger” If
you want I will remove it from you and I ask you for
only five million lire, someone else would ask you
for double”. In this way we start again from the
beginning. If then the victim finally goes to an exor-
cist priest, other than a small initial illness, they will
be liberated by a great evil provoked by the sor-
cerer.

SECOND EXAMPLE. All as above. The ill per-
son pays, is healed by the sorcerer and remains
healed. But in recompense the illness passes to
the wife, to the children, to the parents, to brothers.
The damage is multiplied (also in the form of obsti-
nate atheism, a life of sin, of car accidents, of mis-
fortunes, depression....).

THIRD EXAMPLE. Here also, all as before.
The person remains healed by the sorcerer and
the healing lasts. But here the evil was permitted
by God so that the person atones for their sins, so
that they return to a life of prayer and of atten-
dance at Church and to the sacraments. The aim
of that evil was to obtain great spiritual results for
the salvation of that soul. With the healing worked
by the sorcerer by the intervention of the Demon,
who already knew the ending, the good aim tied to
that evil has gone up in smoke. We have to have
clear in our minds that God allows evil to extract
good from it; he allows the cross so that only
through it will we reach heaven. This truth is evi-

THE STOMACH - The bewitched object works
on the victim by means of negative influences pro-
duced by physical objects prepared by sorcerers.
The closer the bewitched object is to the victim,
the more effective is the sorcery. Therefore the
object can be in the house, in the office, in the car,
in cushions etc. But one isn’t always in the office,
neither at home or in the car, in the cushion (or in
the mattress) as one rests only at night. The more
effective method therefore is to place a bewitched
substance inside the victim, in this way contact
with the victim is constant. Generally this happens
by way of food or drink that contains the bewitched
substance which strangely the gastric juices do
not destroy. It is discharged through the mouth or
in the toilet using holy water and exorcized oil. If
however it isn’t possible to get the victim to con-
sume the bewitched substance, the victim is
attacked at a distance (that is, in an indirect way).

The symptoms of bewitched food or drink are:
bad digestion, the feeling of fullness in the stom-
ach, repugnance at eating food (anoressia), pain
and heaviness, attempts to repeatedly and also
violently vomit with often nothing coming out, or
just a little saliva, at other times strange things
come out; this is a sign of liberation.

A particular symptom that can seem a little
strange is a wave of anguish that starts from the
sternum and rises up to the throat and the head.

AVERSION TO HOLINESS - Since only an
intense christian life and prayer can quash these

imprint themselves in the mind generating fear.
These symptoms can all appear or just in part. In
addition, when it is time to get up to confront the
commitments of the day, you feel more tired and
worn-out than when you went to bed. The every-
day commitments that before you did with a cer-
tain satisfaction, now become ceaseless torture.

The effects of the disturbance of sleep bring a
loss of personality since it weakens your control
and self-management. This explains, for example,
the complete reversal of character of a good hus-
band who feels strangely attracted by the extrane-
ous women who turn to these methods.

An excellent husband, calm and affectionate,
very attached to the children and to the wife, sud-
denly becomes unrecognisable. He no longer
loves, he no longer sees the children, suffers
being at home, has a strong internal dispute. In
such cases if he does not have a strong religious
defence, he isn’t capable of resisting. In addition
he becomes violent, antisocial especially with rel-
atives and opens the way to taking mind-affecting
drugs that, in these cases, do not resolve anything
and indeed minimizes the ability to react against
the powers of evil.

This mental agitation creates the lack of con-
centration. Those who work in offices are not pro-
ductive and make errors. The boy who goes to
school cannot manage to apply himself. The men-
tal fatigue generates a sense of disheartenment
that at times becomes the prelude to suicide.
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The cold: shivers of cold and also systemati-
cally feeling cold are often signs of evil manifesta-
tions, as are also breaths of wind, strange stench-
es, noises of various forms (R. Salvucci:
Indicazioni pastorali di un esorcista (Pastoral
advice of an exorcist), Ancora, Milan p.131.151).

THEY IMPEDE LIBERATION

1. Magic rites never confessed (could have
been done only to play or as a youngster);

2. A grave sin not yet confessed, that you do
not want to confess, or that you do not want
to repent of or for which you do not want to
ask God’s pardon;

3. An agreement with Satan (or other form
of link with the Demon) made to have some-
thing from him and that you hide from your
parents or from your spouse (and from your
exorcist priest!) to not let it be discovered.

ABORTION

The prayer not tolerated by the demons who
disturb women who have had abortions is
the Act of Suffering recited 10 times consec-
utively, kneeling. (It is advised to do this
prayer several times a day).
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evil sorceries, it is evident that Satan will do every-
thing to make the victim slowly move away from
every religious practice, be it individually or collec-
tively. This is the third (and the most important) of
the three fundamental signs to judge if a person is
affected by sorcery. The principal aspects of aver-
sion to holiness are:

- graduale detachment by those who is practis-
ing in one way or another; a thousand reasons
arise gradually to not find time anymore to pray
and to go to church; uneasiness at being in
church. They have sensations of tiredness, of
nausea, of oppression, of giddiness, of mental
confusion. In addition they cannot concentrate
because of continuous distractions, they have the
strange desire to yawn ceaselessly, the need to
laugh, a deep sleepiness that they cannot beat.

OTHER EVIL MANIFESTATIONS

The telephone: a new instrument that the old
sorcerer didn’t know is the telephone. The physi-
cal contact is determinant for making the distur-
bances stronger and work better. The sorcerer
calls the victim on the phone, the person normally
answers “Hello”, but no-one responds at the other
end. The contact with the person who has
responded is sufficient to unload upon him a wave
of evil influences. Generally one isn’t aware of this
and calmly hangs up the telephone. In the mean-
time, however, the wanted contact has taken
place.
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therefore is present alive and true within them! No
surprise therefore if they do not obtain liberation.

4 - Always pray kneeling! Remaining standing
(especially in church before Sacramentized Jesus
or during the reciting of the Rosary) shows a grave
lack of respect and of humility towards the Lord! In
addition pray above all with the heart! So many
people do not receive liberation from fiendish dis-
turbances because they pray only with the lips,
their hearts are a far way from God and from his
Holy Mother!

5 - Do not let anyone put their hands on your
head (or touch it) for any reason whatsoever,
other than the priest (who, as everyone knows,
has consecreated hands). How many prana ther-
apists, self-styled charismatics, presumed heal-
ers, people who make-believe they have holy
souls or “dervishes” placing their hands upon a
person and ruining them. The Demon himself was
forced to say during an exorcism that all these
people (in good faith or not) who touch others, play
their game and unload evil presences upon oth-
ers, which show themselves also after many
years. “I am frightened - said Satan - only by the
consecrated hands of priests!”. Therefore be care-
ful because you pay dearly for certain errors or
heedlessness!

6 - It is necessary to pray a lot, pray well, pray
always (Luke 21,36). How many people tell me: “I
have a lot of work to do, I don’t have time to do all
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PRECIOUS ADVICE

1 - Already one has seen that it is also possible
to unload waves of evil over a victim with the tele-
phone. You can defend yourself well from this trap
(given that you do not know who is calling) by
reciting the prayer to Saint Michael when the
phone rings (and before saying “hello” into the
phone) and hanging up straight away if no-one
responds or if you hear breathing, strange laughs
and vulgarity or similar.

2 - In particularly grave cases it could happen
that the Demon blocks the block made by a per-
son to impede them from receiving the Holy
Communion. In such case, before receiving the
Most Holy Eucharist take some sips of holy water
(keep it in a small container carried in your hand or
handbag) reciting a prayer and all will be fine.

3 - Fervently participate in the Holy Mass! Many
are in church only to....warm up the seats! In addi-
tion prepare yourself with appropriate prayers to
receive Jesus in the Holy Host. Then, after you
have receive the Holy Communion, make the due
thanks kneeling to the Son of God who has
entered you. This is the best moment to pray
intensely and to ask Him to liberate you from evil
presences, since you have the Lord heart to heart
in you! How much coldness many people show
who, after taking the Holy Communion, go to their
seat and sit down without worshiping and thank-
ing HIM who the universe cannot contain and who
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these people say prayers and make the sign of the
cross, they do not know what they do. The Bible is
clear: “My people, do not let anyone among you
practice divination or use withcraft or magic or
spells and don’t let them consult the spirits of the
dead or do fortune-telling, because whoever does
these things provokes the rage of the Lord...”
(Deuteronomy 18, 10-14).

10 - People who are truly unable to go to an exor-
cist can create a prayer group in their own parish
or in their family and say prayers of liberation with
friends and family. The Lord and Our Lady will do
the rest...

11 - Study the catholic religion every day! So
many people have been retaken by the Evil One,
after being liberated by the exorcist priest,
because of their religious ignorance!...The Sacred
Scripture doesn’t tells us by chance: “Illumination
to my steps is your word, oh Lord; light to my jour-
ney...”.

12 - Confess often, above all, confess well! The
Evil One fears confession because if it is done
well it pulls the souls from his hands and puts them
back in God’s! Therefore there is no exorcism
stronger than the confession done well. In fact
when the Evil One was forced to say what is con-
fession, he gave an astounding response: IT IS
THE BLOOD OF CHRIST THAT WASHES THE
SOULS! But to what use do christians put this
extraordinary sacrament?...
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these prayers and to go to mass every day”....Our
Lady herself replies to these people: “Dear chil-
dren, one doesn’t live by work alone; one lives
also and above all by prayer!” Another time she
added: “My son, when you say: I will go to mass
when I have time....I will pray when I have time, is
as if you were to say to God: LORD; YOU ARE
NOTHING TO ME!”...After such words how can
one be surprised if the liberation asked for so
much doesn’t arrive?

7 - Those who have carried out spiritual sittings
or other grave practices of Black Magic always
asks, in prayer, continuous pardon from God!
Many people do not receive liberation, even with
continued exorcisms, because they have con-
fessed these things very lightly (and perhaps
without a true and felt repentance). Let us not
complain therefore if liberation doesn’t arrive!

8 - Above all women should always be dressed
modestly. How many have fallen again into evil
possession (and do not manage to obtain libera-
tion) because they continue to scandalize! (Read
in respect of this the Gospel of Matthew 18, 6-9).

9 - Many people, especially in small country vil-
lages, say that to remove the “evil eye” place a
drop of oil or grains of corn in a plate of water (or
something similar). Even if they are of good faith
or good people, they must immediately stop these
practices as they are a magic rite. And magic rites
takes you into the hands of the Demon. Even if
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WHEN WILL I BE HEALED?

It is the question asked by everyone who has
serious problems of fiendish character. No case is
the same as another, this is why some cases are
resolved in a short time, others instead need more
time. Very often people who are seriously dis-
turbed by the Demon, do not take sufficiently into
consideration the obstables that slow down or
block liberation illustrated on page 307.

The Lord take care of our well being much
more than we do ourselves. If at times he delays
our liberation it is because he wants to consoli-
date us in his friendship and wants to make us
grow in the spirit of prayer. Many would soon dis-
tance themselves from every religious practice if
they were to be liberated straight away, or else
would soon fall again into sin. When we have truly
understood, after much suffering, that the grace of
God and prayer are indispensable to us as the air
that we breathe, then the Lord liberates us imme-
diately, because the danger of falling back into evil
is rather remote.

We must also deserve liberation! Once Lucifer
in an exorcism said: “Go and say to those who
pray sitting in the church that they have need to
recite Rosaries...I will not leave them until they
have also done penitence!” What penitence other
than fasting? - he was asked- “They have to offer
their lives to God”. Nothing else? - he was asked.
He replied: “And what more could they offer to
Him?”.

13 - Always take part in the hours of eucharistic
worship! Worship Jesus alive and real in the Holy
Host in church, above all when he is alone. HE IS
YOUR LIBERATOR, not the exorcist. The Evil
One cannot do anything against the eucharistic
and devotional souls of Mary, his great and eternal
ENEMY!

SEVERITY of the EXORCIST?

The exorcist priest is often a little severe and
sharp. Why? The Evil One vindicates himself
upon him often at night for all the souls that he has
pulled from his hands; he has to suffer from the
isolation and incomprehension of many who con-
sider him mad, obsessed, a sorcerer, etc. And
often this is actually the consecrated!

He is forced to be demanding with you for
your own good, because he wants to see you lib-
erated as soon as possible. He suffers because
many expect liberation without doing that which he
says. He goes against the Evil One every day to
help you and your dear ones, at his risk and dan-
ger. Understand him and commend him every day
to the Lord and to Our Lady in your prayers.
Among other things, it is one of your precise duties
for the good you receive from him, other than
being a sign of exquisite charity!
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He who liberates is Jesus, the exorcist Priest
is only his instrument. And the Lord liberates us if
we do our part and remove the obstacles to grace:
for example if one lives in sin, or bears a grudge
and doesn’t want to forgive, or has committed a
grave injustice that must be rectified.

All these things not only block the liberating
action of the Lord in our favour, but frighteningly
nourishes the evil that has been done to us.

The largest and most frequent obstacle is when
the exorcist Priest meets the passiveness of peo-
ple and the pretension of being liberated without
their personal effort. The affected person has to do
their part always and in full without putting it all on
the exorcist Priest.

THE most EFFECTIVE MEDICINE:
the HOLY COMMUNION

The very good Don R. Salvucci says: “I want to
present here the highest spiritual point and there-
fore the most effective in the struggle against the
Demon. My experience is long and was matured
by hours of meetings. In the early years I didn’t
dare to advise daily Mass and Holy Communion
during the Mass itself. Now I am able to safely
confirm: the safest and most effective way to fight
the power of Satan and beat it, is the systematic
frequency in meeting Eucharistic Jesus through
the practice of daily Holy Mass.
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The children of Evil always use with able mas-
tery two fearful weapons: doubt and discourage-
ment. In doubt we can go against a great faith in
the celestial Father; we must meet discourage-
ment head on with constant prayer and the prac-
tice of the Sacraments. Many at the threshold of
liberation, have let themselves be beaten by doubt
and discouragement and they have removed
themselves from the Lord and from prayer, making
themselves irretrievable from their painful situa-
tion.

Let us not put time limits on the Lord for our lib-
eration. He more than we wants to liberate us, but
only his Love for us knows when the moment is
right. Instead of continuously complaining, let us
generously offer our suffering to the Lord, in reduc-
tion of our sins, for who suffers more than we, or
for His mysterious designs of salvation. And the
Father who secretly sees will repay us more and
better than what we can possibly imagine!

IS the COLLABORATION of the PERSON 
AFFECTED INDISPENSABLE?

Yes, collaboration is very important. The strug-
gle and victory against the Demon is conducted by
the person affected. The work of the exorcist
Priest, how much it is indispensable, bears fruit
only if there is the maximum of collaboration.
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The exorcist Don R. Salvucci confirms the
effectiveness of the Eucharist on our bodily reality
with some texts from the Liturgy and the lives of
the Saints. We cite one only: The communion with
your Body and your Blood, Lord Jesus Christ, you
do not become for me judgement of condemna-
tion, but by your mercy you are the remedy and
defence of my soul and my body (Prayer from the
new Mass Book for the priest after the Holy
Communion).

It is painful to verify that the so-called “People of
God” so often visit magicians, sorcerers, fortune-
tellers, etc. and do not take in due consideration,
for their own liberation from the Evil One, the
immense supernatural reality of the Most Holy
Eucharist! (1). Eucharistic Jesus is our Doctor and
our indispensable Medicine. It is impossible to
heal without such very effective and daily
Medicine!

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As soon as the Priest on the altar finishes the
consecration of the bread and wine says: “Mystery
of the faith”. In fact the real presence of Jesus in
the eucharist is the most amazing mystery of the
love of God towards man. All the spiritual good-
ness of the Church, that is, Jesus himself, is con-
tained in the Most Holy Eucharist, He the living
bread who, through His flesh enlivened by the
Holy Spirit and vivifying, gives life to man who is in
this way invited and induced to offer himself
together with Him, his work and all things created.
By this the Eucharist presents itself as the source
and summit of all evangelisation (P.O. 11,5).

SUMMIT means the highest point of the inter-
vention of God on humanity; SOURCE means that
it is from the Eucharist that springs all the riches of
the divine life that transforms man, disgraced and
dirtied by sin, into an authentic child of God for
time and eternity.

The action of the Holy Communion isn’t only of
a spiritual nature but, if it is received well, it can
also act on our bodies, healing it from wounds and
discomforts. It is known that bewitched objects
and substances, once taken remains in the stom-
ach 24 hours a day. Generally it isn’t possible to
remove them. The great and sure remedy is to
receive the consecrated Host with faith and devo-
tion, saying to the Lord: “Oh Jesus, burn this evil
reality, destroy it!”. The effect is sure.
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SHOULD EXORCISTS GO to HELL?

In Matthew 7, 22-23 Jesus says: “Many will say
to me today: “Lord, Lord, Did we not in your name
preach God’s message, and by your name drive
out demons and performed many miracles? I how-
ever will say to them: “I never knew you; get away
from me you wicked people”. These words of
Jesus were certainly not intended against exor-
cists - as say the ignorant - given that Jesus him-
self had commanded them to drive out the
demons in his name (Mark 3,14; Matthew 10,8;
Mark 6,7.13; Luke 9,1-2). And neither was it
intended against he who had from the Holy Spirit
the gift of healing (John 14, 12; 1 Corinthians
12,28).

This passage of the Gospel tells us that also
the fact of performing miracles and driving our
demons isn’t enough to say that you are a saint
and it isn’t enough to save the soul. If you do not
observe the Commandments - this is why Jesus
says: “Go away from me, wicked people” - the fact
of having special charismas from God, by which
one had to perform miracles of healing or driving
out demons, isn’t sufficient to save you.

Because of this when the Church examines the
action of a Saint or a person to see if they are to
be blessed, they look to see if they have been
heroic in the faith, in hope and in charity. They give
no importance to any extraordinary facts or mira-
cles that they have performed in life, while they
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THE LAMENTS of JESUS

I am the LIGHT,

and you do not see me.

I am the WAY,

and you do not follow me.

I am the TRUTH,

and you do not believe me.

I am LIFE,

and you do not seek me.

I am the TEACHER,

and you do not listen to me.

I am the MASTER,

and you do not obey me.

I am your GOD,

and you do not pray to me.

I am your great FRIEND,

and you do not love me.

If you are unhappy,

do not reproach Me for it!
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not stop him, because there is no-one who per-
forms a miracle in my name and can then after-
wards speak badly of me” (Mark 9,38-41).

This piece means only means that in Jesus’s
time there were possessed people that some
pious Jew sought to free them in the name of
Jahwè. In those days also, liberation must have
been difficult if the cunning Judean who the
Gospel speaks of, seeing that Jesus liberated the
possessed with a simple command thought that it
would be simpler to command the Demon in the
potent name of Jesus of Nazareth. The great tol-
erance shown by Jesus in this, tells us that Jesus,
in his infinite love, sought only that everyone tor-
mented by the Evil One be liberated (1).

Meanwhile it is true that another piece of the
Sacred Scripture demonstrates it as being some-
thing dangerous, for those who do not have con-
secrated hands as priests do, to command the
Demon. It says: “God meanwhile was performing
unusual miracles through Paul, to the point that he
was putting handkerchiefs and aprons that had
been in contact with him on the ill and their dis-
eases were driven away and the evil spirits would
go out of them. Some Jewish exorcists travelling
around also tried to use the name of the Lord
Jesus over those who had evil spirits, saying:
“command you in the name of Jesus whom Paul
preaches”. The seven sons of a certain Sceva, a

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give importance to miracles performed, invoked
after their death. Why? Because to be holy you
need to persevere until the end in faith, hope and
charity.

Even a person who performs miracles, if they
do not have a holy life they can harm themselves.
Father Pio, for example, always lived with two
great fears: the fear of losing the faith (and that
can happen in some moments) and the fear of
falling into mortal sin (and that can happen also to
someone who is marked and to someone who has
performed miracles, even though, in reality, the
miracles were performed by God using that per-
son).

Therefore the piece written by Mathew puts us
on our guard so that to save ourselves we must
observe the ten Commandments and holy deeds,
even extraordinary, that the Lord can perform
using us, are not enough to save us if we do not
observe his ten laws.

MORE on FALSE EXORCISTS

There are some - magicians, self-styled charis-
matics, etc. - who, even though not being priests
and not having consecrated hands, expect to be
able to be exorcists, citing - gravely mistakingly -
the following piece from the Gospel: “John said to
him: Teacher, we have seen someone who drives
out demons in your name and we told him to stop
because he wasn’t one of us. But Jesus said: Do
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overcome by the sudden death of a child, take
refuge in the comfort of the messages that the
dead send to them, through the tape recorder,
through various messages or with the automatic
writing? We have to be clear here: if we want to
remain true and not go back to fables, we must fol-
low the Gospel. If we want instead comfort, pleas-
ant but false, of those who deceive others and
themselves, the wrong ways are many.

Those who follow the Word of God understand
well that the Lord and the Church forbid every form
of spiritualism. Those who have faith seek and find
the answers in the Gospel. God has spoken. To
want to look for the truth elsewhere is a grave
strike against the first Commandment, it is dis-
tancing yourself from the Truth to follow error.

Who is it who answers in the various forms of
spiritualism? They could be tricks, suggestions,
but also the intervention of the Demon. Therefore
the condemnation by the Bible is very harsh:
“Those who question the dead is an abomina-
tion to God” (Deuteronomy 18,12). Such biblical
expression indicates that this is one of the most
grave sins man can commit!

The Gospel then (Luke 16,19.31) tells us that
the souls of the dead go straight to Paradise, or
Purgatory, or to hell. Reincarnation is against the
Word of God and is one of Satan’s very dangerous
traps (1). The same Gospel also tells us that the

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Jewish High Priest, were doing this. But the evil
spirit said to them: “I know Jesus and I know who
is Paul, but you, who are you?”. And the man who
had the evil spirit in him attacked them with such
violence and overpowered them that they ran
away from that house covered with wounds and
with their clothes torn off. Many of them that had
embraced the faith confessed in public that they
had practised magic and many of them brought
their books and burnt them in public” (Acts 19,11-
19).

CAN ONE SPEAK with the DEAD?

Spiritualism is raising the dead or the spirits to
question them. To raise, that is, recalling their
presence, is nearly always in the invisible form
and not perceptible, but always for the aim of ask-
ing questions and provoking them to respond.

The Sacred Scripture tells us of pure spirits, the
Angels, created all good by God; it tells us also
that a part of them, rebelling against God, become
Demons, with a master, Lucifer. The spiritualists
speak also of guiding-spirits, entities, not better
identified. Testing the facts it is seen that they are
only Demons who are real master in disguising
themselves. These days the dead are questioned
though a medium, using a Ouija board (the young-
sters also do this), with a tape recorder and above
all through automatic writing.

What can be said to the people dedicated to
spiritualism? What can be said to parents who,
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The fact then that the messages received are
good, isn’t enough to tell ourselves if source was
good or bad. The Demon is the master of
deception: he says nine truths (to make us rise to
the bait) and one lie, that is so damaging that it
annuls all the benefit of the previous nine truths. In
fact in the Gospel the Demon says to Jesus: “We
know who you are : the Son of God” (Mark 3,11).
A slave who had an evil spirit in her also said this
to Saint Paul and Barnabas: “These men are the
servants of God Almighty, who tell you the way to
salvation” (Acts 16,17). It is an exact and holy
announcement. And yet it came from the Demon
who always has his perverse reasons, also when
he tells the truth, for which both Jesus and Paul
order him to hold his tongue.

How many, also today, are deceived by mes-
sages from the spirits, from dead souls, or by
replies supposedly made by the Lord or Our Lady,
received through automatic writing, in trances (or
in autosuggestion), with perspiration or shivers of
cold and similar, or in other spiritual forms, only
because they find comfort in them or because they
say good things!

God, Our Lady (and the souls of the dead,
when God permits) manifest themselves always
with spontaneity, with simplicity and of their free
will (leaving in our hearts a great feeling of peace)
and non in suspicious forms that we have just indi-
cated.

A lady put herself in touch with a spirit who she
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souls in Paradise can receive our prayers and
intercede for us; the souls o Purgatory can receive
our sufferances and obtain grace for us. All this
happens not directly but through God. In this way,
through God, our dear dead follow our lives.

Let us note an important detail in the parable of
the rich man (Luke 16,19-31): although seeing
Lazarus in the bosom of Abraham (who represents
God), he doesn’t ever refer directly to Lazarus, but
always to Abraham: “Tell Lazarus....” Because
there is an insurmountable distance between us
and the dead; the relationship can only be through
God. The Lord may allow however that the dead
person appears as a living person, or that they
speak to us or that they have anyway direct con-
tact with him. We find examples of this in the Bible
and in the lives of the Saints. But it is a matter of
special cases. In all these cases, however, it hap-
pens by the free will of God; never as the result of
the ability or devices of man.

It is like in the case of apparitions: Bernadette
did nothing to cause the apparition of the
Immaculate Virgin in the cave at Lourdes; Fatima’s
three children had done nothing to cause the
apparition of the Virgin at the Cova da Iria. These
things happened by pure divine will, in the circum-
stances and within the limits decided by God.

King Saul, instead, who had evoked the spirit of
Samuel through a sorcerer (1 Samuel 28,7-19)
was punished by the Lord with his death and that
of his children that very day. That is enough to
make the desire to evoke the dead pass!

ATTENTION!

Let us avoid those “prayer groups” in
which they give no importance to or actually
do not recite the Holy Rosary! Only Satan
is interested in not praying to She who
crushed him! Let us not do it, do not let our-
selves be deceived by empty words (read
pages 18, 228, 293-296). “It is a secure
sign of damnation not having respect and
love of the Most Holy Virgin. To the contrary
it is an infallible sign of salvation to be
consecrated and devoted to Her” (S. Luigi G.
De Montfort: Trattato della vera devozione
alla S.Vergine (Treated by true devotion to
the Holy Virgin), EP,1977, p.45)

Saint John of Damascus says: “To be
your devoted, oh Holy Virgin, is a weapon
of salvation that God gives to those who
want salvation”. Father Pio recited the
Rosary frequently each day and he always
advised it to his spiritual children. Let us
believe therefore the Saints and not others!

Let us also avoid those “prayer groups”
where the Priest has to only say Holy Mass
and nothing else, and the laymen “com-
mand” (as for the protestants). Only the
Priest should be the guide of the prayer
group! (Luke 10,16; Ephesians 4,11).
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considered to be without doubt good, because it
told her good things and taught her to prayer. After
a few years, when this lady was tied to this spirit,
it started to say bad things and then cursed....but
by this time the woman had absorbed the evil influ-
ences that last still. She is continually disturbed by
voices that do not let her work, that do not let her
sleep. It is well that people know the gain of
taking certain roads (1).

It is the case to repeat again the words of Saint
Paul: “There will come a time in which man no
longer tolerates the sound doctrine, refusing to
hear the truth to turn to fables” (2 Timothy 4,3-4).
And also says : “The Holy Spirit declares openly
that in recent times some distance themselves
from the faith, listening to lying spirits and to the
teachings of demons” (1 Timothy 4.1).

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PRIESTS who PERFORM MAGIC?

A listener posed this question to Father Amorth
on Radio Maria: “I’ve read of a priest who heals
through a pyramid, that he defines as an accumu-
lator of energy. He also gives one of his “drive
away ills” flows to people who go to him. I know
that some other priests use the pendulum and also
have a photo of themselves with the Pope”.

This is Father Amorth’s reply: “The pyramid
system is very known. It is true superstition, when
it isn’t actually a demoniac recourse. The fact
that he uses the pyramid and the fact that he has
a “drive away ills” flow is idiocy! Stay away from
similar types, even if they are priests! I don’t know
how he gets this past his bishop.... The fact that
there is a photo with the Pope doesn’t signify any-
thing. I have met many fortune-tellers and magi-
cians, who practice black magic and make death
spells and publish in their advertising leaflets and
brochures photos in which they shake hands with
the Pope! But what is needed to shake hands with
the Pope? Nothing is needed. The Pope shakes
hands many times! They extend their hands while
he passes and he shakes them. And the photog-
rapher takes the photo in a way to seem that there
are only the two of them. Therefore the photo with
the Pope means nothing! Stay away from - priest
or no priest - whoever makes use of the pyramid,
even the pendulum, and those who say they have
special flows. They know nothing and that which
they do is not to be approved of!” Let us share this
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WHITE MAGIC and BLACK MAGIC

White magic and black magic doesn’t exist. All
magic is black! In current jargon, white magic is
to remove bewitchments, to remove the evil, it
would, therefore, be a good magic. Black magic is
to make the bewitchments and evils; it would
therefore be a bad magic. Do not let ourselves be
tricked and deceived! Even the so-called white
magic (that is, the remover of bewitchments)
seeks to remove these bewitchments with the help
of Satan. It is always a recourse to the Evil One,
by which a person is always harmed, even if
momentarily they have relief from the suspended
effect, already seen on page 320. In any case,
problems for those who are cured by magic! The
reasons have already been illustrated on page
322.

When a person turns to magic, be it white,
black or another type, it is always a recourse to
demoniac intervention, it is always a recourse to
Satan. If we then think that the Evil One said: “I
hate you infinitely, as I infinitely hate He who
created you!” we have the certain proof that if the
Prince of Darkness does us some good, it is
always because he knows he will do us a much
greater harm, even if at the moment we cannot
manage to understand! Therefore, keep away
from those who practice magic, even if they say
they are good and even they say - lying - that they
do not call upon Satan.
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DOES BAPTISM IMPEDE POSSESSION?

There are those who think that in christian
countries possession cannot happen, because
baptism impedes it. This is absolutely untrue! All
the history of the Church amply demonstrates this.
Even a christian or a saint can be possessed
by the Demon. We have cases of many Saints
who have been possessed, all you have to do is
read the lives of the saints. Here are two fairly
recent cases beatified by John Paul II: Sister
Maria of crucified Jesus and Don Calabria. The
first called “the little Arab” because up to now she
is the only Arab to be beatified; she was born a few
kilometres from Nazareth and became a Carmelite
nun. There were periods in her life, when she was
already a Carmelite and a great mystic, during
which she was possessed by the Demon and had
need of being subjected to exorcisms! The Lord
had permitted this trial, as he can allow an illness.

The same thing happened to Don Calabria,
beatified by the Pope in his native city of Verona.
He also, at the end of his life, was possessed, as
one reads of his beatification in Acts. He was lib-
erated on his own, he didn’t have need of exor-
cisms. However what humiliation for those who
have to submit to these trials, that have been
allowed by the Lord to reinforce his virtue! To say
therefore that baptism impedes possession or dis-
turbances by the Evil One is to want to ignore the
truth...
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in full, adding that Jesus has never spoken of
flows and of other rubbish. To heal the ill and drive
out demons, the consecrated hands of priests, the
faith in Jesus and prayer (especially to Our Lady
because Jesus can deny nothing to His Mother)
are indispensable. 

CAN GOOD PEOPLE BE AFFECTED?

Yes, Satan can - always with God’s permission
- possess good and holy souls. We enter here the
great mystery of evil. God can allow that even a
saint, one without blame, a good soul, have a suf-
fering of evil origin. God allows it, but also knows
how to draw good from it.

It is a typical biblical example of Job where the
Lord permitted Satan to strike him in his affections,
with the death of his children (Job 1,18); in his pos-
sessions, throwing him into absolute poverty (Job
1,12-17), in his health, filling him with wounds (Job
2,6-7). God allowed him to do it so as to empha-
size Job’s great faith and so that, through this test,
he comes out of it more purified and closer to God.
Those therefore who think that the Evil One can-
not strike a good soul is being unpardonly heed-
less (unfortunately these poor unhappy people
pay the penalty and need help from the priest!). It
would be a grave lack of charity to say that
Satan cannot strike a good soul, if because of it
one doesn’t want to help others who suffer
because they are afraid of the Evil One!
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One sees how the Gospel clearly distinguishes
the sick from the possessed. One notes how -
even if the power to drive out demons and to heal
the sick always go together - the importance
placed on the driving out of demons is in respect
of the power to heal the sick, insomuch as it is
always nominated first. As a final confirmation, the
Gospel tells us that when the 72 disciples - to
whom Jesus had also given such powers returned
from their mission and relayed the outcome to
Jesus, they were particularly struck by the domi-
nance exercised over the demons: “Lord, even the
demons obey us when we give them a command
in your name!” (Luke 10,17).

The importance of this type of Jesus’s power is
such that the Lord never orders a possessed to
say nothing of his liberation, as rather often a per-
son healed of an illness is told to do! Indeed,
Jesus explicitly told the possessed man of Gerasa
after he had liberated him: “Return to your home,
tell everyone how much the Lord has done for you
and how kind he has been to you” (Mark 5,19).
Jesus himself emphasized that his power to drive
out demons is a very evident sign that the
Kingdom of God is reached: “But if I drive out the
demon by virtue of the Holy Spirit, it is certain that
the Kingdom of God is upon you” (Matthew 12,28).

All these points demonstrate that the idea of
confusing the possessed with the mentally sick or
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Another reason for which baptism is not
enough to avoid possession, if one puts into it their
own commitment. For example those that make
blood agreements with Satan or other forms of link
with him (as said on page 304) are many and are
baptised!

ARE the POSSESSED ILL?

The Gospel clearly distinguishes the ill from the
possessed, from whom the demons must be driv-
en out. In fact the Gospel says: “The people
brought to Jesus all those who were sick, suffer-
ing from all kinds of diseases and disorders,
people with demons, epileptics, and paralytics;
and he healed them” (Matthew 4,24)

Jesus then gave the Apostles two well-defined
powers: to heal every type of illness and to drive
out demons: “Jesus called his disciples to him and
gave them the power to drive out evil spirits and
to heal every kind of disease and sickness”
(Matthew 10,1). Mark the evangelist talked of it as
the first of the powers given by the Son of God to
the Apostles: “He chose twelve who he named
Aspostles to be with him and who were to be sent
out to preach and with the authority to drive out
demons” (Mark 3,14-15). Luke the evangelist also
said the same: “Jesus called the Twelve to him
and gave them the power and authority to drive
out all demons and to heal the sick” (Luke 9,1).
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Evidently it wasn’t the possessed who were
speaking, but the demons in them who knew who
Jesus was. The Gospel pointedly confirms:
“Demons came out of many crying: You are the
Son of God! But he gave them an order and would
not let them speak, because they knew he was
the Messiah” (Luke 4,41).

Other than the four extraordinary actions of
Satan seen on page 300, the more expert exorcist
priests know that in various cases of people affect-
ed by evil influences, there is a pathological base,
due to an illness, and a devilish accentuation. In
such case there is need of a double therapy: that
of the doctor and that of the exorcist priest. In addi-
tion: to the question: “How is it you have entered
this girl again if she has done all that I told her to
do?”, the Evil One replied: “Until there is a com-
plete conversion in her, I can always return!”
Draw from it the due conclusions!

CAN ONE SAY the EXORCISM of LEONE XIII?

The faithful are allegedly forbidden to use the
form of exorcism published on the orders of Pope
Leone XIII. It needs to be said now that such pro-
hibition has no value. In effect, someone of a low
grade does not have the right to prohibit the use of
a prayer published on the orders of a High Pontiff.
The Catechism of the Catholic Church, published
in 1992, establishes that the “solemn exorcism,
called Great Exorcism, can be practiced only by a
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other (1) or that Jesus adopted himself to the men-
tality of the times, according to which the demons
were associated with the various illnesses is false
and against the Gospel. We insist on this point.
Apart from the fact that the Gospels distinguishes
very well - as we have seen - between the sick and
the possessed, it is impossible to think that Jesus
would have been deceived as those of his time,
calling them possessed those who were simply
struck by mental illness, since Jesus is God, there-
fore is infinitely wise.

It is also to be excluded that He, knowing to be
confronted by mentally ill people adapted himself -
in his actions and way of speaking - to the preju-
dices of the times. That can be admitted when it
deals with purely scientific matters, but not in reli-
gious or moral matters, since in such field Jesus
presented himself as the Teacher, there to teach
the truth and to be testimony to the truth (John
18,37) and not to confirm error and superstition.

This is so true that even the Apostles believed
that Jesus is God only after the Resurrection
(John 20,28 and Luke 24,52) and the descent of
the Holy Spirit. How come only the possessed,
without ever seeing Jesus, recognised him as
God on first sight?

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This person invokes a demon without knowing
it! Stay away also from the so-called “sweet of
Father Pio”! It can seem something innocuous
(like the notorious letters, called “the chain of Saint
Anthony”), but it isn’t. Apart from the fact that it has
little regard to the lovable figure of Father Pio (who
is remembered for his outstanding holiness and
not for similar idiocy!), the “recipe” for preparing
such a “Sweet” is really and truly magic and cre-
ates a superstitious and magical mentality, with all
the damaging consequences that come from it.
According to a noted scholar the so-called “rest in
the spirit” isn’t at all a charisma. In the first place
it isn’t listed in the charismas of the Holy Spirit (1
Corinthians 12, 7 onwards). Then because the
charismas are given for the common good. Those
who sleep serve only themselves! “Keep watch
and pray that you do not fall into temptation!”
(Matthew 26,41). Jesus therefore didn’t invite us to
“rest in the Spirit!” In numerous exorcisms, such
people, sprinkled in the name of Jesus with
blessed water, “recovered” from the “rest in the
spirit of Satan” (1).

The cases in which the demons first resist the
holy water and even make their victims smile (to
deceive the exorcist) are frequent. But then, not
being able to take it anymore, show themselves
with screams and curses! Be careful therefore of

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priest with the permission of the bishop” (n. 1673).
That signifies that the private exorcism, recited
also by laymen, is authorised, without the explicit
permission of the bishop, in conformity with the
common teaching of the Fathers of the Church
and of the theologists, and above all in conformity
with the words of Jesus, that absolutely no-one
has the right to contradict: “And these are the
signs that will accompany those who believe: in
my name you will drive out the demons...” (Mark
16,17) (1).

Naturally that is intended in the sense that the
true exorcism may only be performed by priests
authorized by the bishop, while all christians can
recite prayers of liberation. In reality - according to
the opinion of G. Amorth - the so-called “exorcism
of Leone XIII” is a prayer of liberation that the faith-
ful cannot perform in public, but privately - as a pri-
vate prayer of liberation to the Lord for themselves
or for others - that one can confidently do.

BE CAREFUL!

Be careful of the so-called “magic plant” that
has to be watered with tea and then make wishes.
Some people told me that you have to also say
some mysterious words in carrying out this opera-
tion. In reality, more than one of these words were
the name of a demon!

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It is a mistaken interpretation, because such
passage wants only to shed light upon how great
is the mercy of God (for thousands of generations)
in comparison with his punishing justice (for three
or four generations). So much is true as in other
biblical passages it is clearly stated that each per-
son answers for themselves and pays for their
own sins (4).

“The person who sins will die” (Ezekiel 18,4):
The prophet Ezekiel affirms that the person who
sins, not one of their descendents, will be pun-
ished by God. And the Lord himself adds in a very
clear way: “The son is not to suffer because of
his father’s sins, nor a father because of his
son’s sins” (Ezekiel 18,20). Jesus insists on this
point: “The Son of Man will reward each one
according to his deeds” (Matthew 16,27); “Do not
be under an illusion: each one will reap that which
he has sown” (Galatians 6,7). Evil curses, there-
fore has nothing to do with the family tree.

THE POPE and the DEMON

“What are the main needs today of the Church?
“ Do not be surprised at how simple or actually
how superstitious and unreal is our reply: one of
the main needs is defence against the Demon.
The christian vision of the cosmo and of life is tri-
umphantly optimistic.

Also widespread is the opinion that evil curses are
hereditary and that it is possible to be submitted to
the effect of the curses that last for many genera-
tions and to eliminate it one turns to the Masses
of healing of the family tree (3). As proof, cited is
the biblical passage according to which “God
keeps his promise for thousands of generations
but will punish the children until the third and fourth
generation for the sins of their parents” (Exodus
34,7).

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against the Principalities and the Powers, against
the rulers of darkness, against the evil spirits of the
air” (Ephesians 6,11-12)... He is enemy number
one, he is the tempter by excellence. Let us know
that this disturbing and dark Being really exists, and
that with treacherous astuteness he is still in action:
he is the occult enemy who sows the seed of error
and misfortune in the history of man (Matthew
13,28). He is a murderer since the beginning and
father of lies” as the Messiah defines him (John
8,44-45)... Some think that they will find something
in the study of psychoanalysis and psychiatry or in
spiritual experiences, today unfortunately wide-
spread in many countries, to compensate for evil.

Today it is preferred to show oneself to be
unprejudiced, positive... ready then to open one’s
soul to experiences licentious to the senses, as
also to idealistic seductions of fashionable error,
cracks into which the Evil One can easily penetrate
and change human mentality.... The Evil One’s sin-
ister action is there where the denial of God makes
you radical, superficial and absurd, where the liar
proves himself to be a hypocrite and powerful,
against the evident truth, where love is extin-
guished by a cold and cruel selfishness, where the
name of Jesus is fought against with conscious
hate and rebellion (1 Corinthians 16,22; 12,3),
where the spirit of the Gospel is doctored and
denied, where desperation proves itself to be the
last word... The problem of evil remains one the
greatest and permanent problems for the human
spirit, even after the victorious response Jesus
gives us. “We know, writes Saint John, that we are
born of God, and that the whole world is placed
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But is this vision complete? Does it not matter to
us the malice, death, cruelty, sin, in one word, evil?
And are we faithful not the most troubled by the
observation and experience of evil?... Let us find
sin, the perversion of human liberty, and deep
cause of death, as detachment from God the
source of life (Romans 5,12), and also, the oppor-
tunity and effect in us and our world, of a dark
enemy, the Demon. Evil is no longer only a defi-
ciency, but an efficiency, a living being, spiritual,
perverted and a perverter. A fearful reality.
Mysterious and frightening.

Come out of the picture of biblical and ecclesi-
astic teaching those (that is, heretics!) who refuse
to recognise it as existent; or else those who make
an independent principle of it for themselves by
saying that they did not originate from God, as
every creature did; or else they explain it as a pseu-
do-reality, a conceptual and fantastic personifica-
tion of the unknown causes of our afflictions.... Who
doesn’t remember the page thick with meaning of
Christ’s three temptations? Then in the many
gospel episodes, in which the Demon crosses the
path of the Lord and is featured in his teachings?
(Matthew 12,43).

And how can it not be remembered that Christ
referred three times to the Demon as his adversary,
and called him the “prince of this world” (John
12,31; 14,30; 16,11)? Saint Paul calls him “god of
this world” (2 Corinthians 4,4)...”Adorn yourselves,
says the Apostle, with the armour of God to be able
to confront the deceptions of the devil, since our
struggle is not just against blood and flesh, but
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morning terrorized doctors came to you because of
that which had happened the night before? For
some time they took part in spiritual sittings, believ-
ing to be speaking with the souls of their dear dead.
Instead it was the Demon who knew how to imitate
their voices and knew all their secrets. But that
night in went into a rage and threw objects in the
room at them. No-one was uninjured. You begged
them to never do these things again. They would
have been greatly harmed because the devil, once
he came in contact with them, he wouldn’t have left
them easily. In fact there were road accidents, ill-
nesses and grave family problems. After many
exorcisms, everything got better (1).

VERONICA

I was a little sceptic of evil influences. I believed
they were a part of the distant past. Once one of my
pupils, Veronica, was brought to you. Someone
had offered her a bewitched cigarette and she
started to feel ill. As the doctors were unable to
cure her, her family decided it would be best to turn
to you. As soon as she arrived at your house, she
covered you in insults saying that she was Satan,
not Veronica. Veronica was only his container. I
heard of this story at school and thought that the
person who told me this was ignorant. My igno-
rance of the faith was frightening! She is now free
and happily married with children, thanks to you
(2).

LIGHTENING or LIGHTENING ROD?

Do you remember Don Leone, how many times
you explained the concept of “horizontal” and verti-
cal”, of “lightening” and “lightening rod” to me? You
told me that that Evil One was not to be fought
against “horizontally”, that is, confronting him
directly without the help of the Lord. He told us:
“Without me you can do nothing!”. In fact we are
nothing without God, but if we become his friends,
we become very potent and the devil will run away.
Therefore, it is necessary to always act “vertically”,
to be, that is, in contact with Heaven through
prayer. 

Associate evil with lightening that can strike us,
but if we have the lightening rod, that is, the grace
of God, it cannot harm us. (Maria M. Cassano:

SPIRITUALISTS

Do you remember, Don Leone, when early one

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The healers act convinced of possessing a
“flow” or “magnetism” capable of healing whatever
illness. In reality neither the “flow” nor the “magnet-
ism” are gifts of God, but are strictly linked to the
occult and whoever subjects themselves to it, be it
for a short period or for longer periods, there will
certainly be very unpleasant consequences. The
large part of the healers use practices such as
Prana therapy, reflexology, hypnosis, ESP
(extra sensory perception), acupuncture, Reiki,
and the oriental techniques of meditation, as will
be said further on (1).

PRANA THERAPY

Generally those who practice this therapy have
links with magic, spiritualism etc. in their personal
history or in that of their parents. For those who do
not know, Prana therapy was born in the bosom of
tantrism as a magic practice to receive healing of
illness through the prana that means vital breath
that the god of wind Voyù in the Hindu religion,
would have given to his followers. The fact that
many believe in this mythological rubbish is the
proof of spiritual obstruction in which many find
themselves and prophesized by Saint Paul: “The
time will come in which man will no longer tolerate
the sound doctrine, refusing to listen to the truth to
turn themselves to fables” (2 Timothy 4, 3-4) 

This concept has been formed in the East to
indicate a presumed cosmic energy that science

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THE SPIRITUAL CHILDREN of FATHER PIO

There are many healers who link their gifts to
the Saints, to “angels” (who are not angels, but
always “guiding spirits”, that is, demons), to Our
lady and nearly all of them pronounce themselves
to be the spiritual children of Father Pio. They
receive people in private studios, furnished with
holy statues and pictures. Many of them claim to
have the soul of a dead person or of a saint (gen-
erally Father Pio) and that it guides them. They
even organise rosaries, prayers, pilgrimages, but
forget to inform their clients that Father Pio fought
against them all his life and had torn from them
gripping many souls that unknowingly had fallen
under their powers.

They have a particular attraction to apparitions,
supernatural signs, various perfumes of flowers.
They receive the Most Holy Eucharist (never every
day) to “keep negativity away”, to “reinforce them-
selves” to “defend themselves from attacks” from
whom - they say - they want to destroy, when it is
they themselves who destroy themselves with their
own hands. If there are religious people among
their clients or people they know, they do not hesi-
tate in mentioning their names or advertising them
publicly, and more than necessary to obtain other
clients.

Often the people who claim themselves to be
“spiritual children” of Father people, are people
who, suddenly fall to the ground giving pre-
sumed supernatural messages. This is another
way in which Satan manages to deceive many
souls!
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THE HEALERS

There are many victims of healers who say
they are gifted with “powers” capable of acting in
the field of physical healing. They deceive their
clients affirming nearly always of being in com-
munion with the Church. An affermation that is
made more credible by those religious people who
not only go to them, but collaborate with them,
advising the suffering.

The “powers” of these healers are nearly
always inherited from an ancestor and as for these
“powers”, we would need to talk of the “spirits”
from which come the “powers” in the form of “ener-
gy” or “heat” or “flow” that they use as and when
they want with the laying on of their hands, or with
the recitation of pretend prayers that have been
memorized. The prayers are nearly always used
as a magic formula and therefore are contrary to
the christian faith.

The physical and spiritual damage obtained
from the intervention of the healers is high. Little
informed christians easily fall into their hands con-
vinced that that which they use to heal is simply a
“natural gift” that everyone could have. Another
thing is that the “healers” lie asserting that they
strictly adhere to the Church. They say this to calm
their “patients”. For example the Prana therapists
say that their flow is a “charisma of healing” and as
Christ’s Apostles expect to place their hands (that
are not consecrated as are those of the priests) on
people. They assert that Jesus was also a “great
Prana therapist” (it is untrue: Jesus is the Son of
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has demonstrated to be inexistent. Cardinal
Ratzinger, Prefect for the Congregation for the doc-
trine of the Faith, said in respect of Prana therapy:
“The alleged gifts of healing of Prana therapy are a
sign of paganism and have nothing to do with the
christian faith and with the charisma of healing, It is
part of the terrible underground world”.

Unfortunately, people are making use of the pra-
notherapy, because practiced by some priest or a
nun to be recommended. Unfortunately, through
these men is the Church itself that is damaged.
Father Gabriele Amorth said so of these priests and
religious: "They are the blind leading the blind.
Culprit is ignorance on the part of those priests. In
this case no sentences of bishops, and there are
already convicted of the Bible, and the
Congregation of the Councils for the Doctrine of the
Faith. "

The pranotherapy or submit to practice this
type of healing becomes a secure barrier to the
spirit of prayer and dialogue with God. For all
those who submit to the care of "healers" prayer
becomes a habit and becomes the healer relation-
ship of dependency (which often a lot of money).

The true liberation and healing is that of Christ to
whom nothing is impossible. According to our faith
it is in fact God who guides man and heals.
According to the healers it is instead man who
guides God and heals through the means of their
own gifts. For them, in fact, “natural” comes from a
metaphysic view which derives from pagan philos-
ophy (2).

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and at times other things altogether. The list could
continue want to understand, being too happy with
these free gifts. In this way it could happen that a
person has a gift of foresight; others, placing only
a sheet of white paper in front of them with a pen
in hand, spontaneously write pages of messages;
others hear “a voice” that at times can suggest
prayers 

When Saint Paul as in the city of Tiatira, he was
followed by a slave who had the gift of telling the
future and made a lot of money for her masters by
fortune-telling. But it was a gift of evil origin, that
disappeared as soon as Saint Paul drove the evil
spirit out of her (Acts 16,16-18).

People struck by evil disturbances often have
special sensitivity: they know immediately if a per-
son has negative forces in them, foresee future
events, have a marked tendency to place their
hands on people, although not having consecrat-
ed hands as those of priests (1).

What about those wizards, sorcerers, etc.. who do
not take money? evidently Satan was not done
the deal to get money but for other things like
success, fame, power, etc.. It also happens that at
first they do not ask for money to understand that
they are disintressati. At a later time, when they
now trust the "customer" and have it in their power,
they throw the mask and ask for money or other.

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God, not a Prana therapist) and that his words:
“And these will be the signs that will accompany
those who believe: in my name they will drive out
the demons... they will place their hands on the
sick and they will heal” (Mark 16,17-18) are really
an invitation to discover this natural gift present in
everyone and so to become healers.

But Jesus had spoken of “faith” in Him, not of
“flow”, this also excludes that it is to do with a “nat-
ural gift”, but instead it is to do with a “charisma”
(gift) that God concedes only to christians who
believe in Jesus, they follow him and they use
such charisma to spread the Gospel and his
Church and not to take money, as the healers and
Prana therapists do.

This is as much as the Scriptures and the Holy
Church teaches us. Such concept is in clear oppo-
sition to “Prana therapy” and the so-called “gift of
healing” seen as a “natural gift”. In fact if they were
natural gifts they would exclude the necessity of
prayer. God Almighty, the Creator of everything
does not have need of the “flow” or of the “heat” of
healers to be able to heal (3). He asks only for faith,
prayer, the devoted practice of Confession and of
the Holy Communion.

THE GIFTS of SATAN

Be careful also of the gifts of Satan. Don
Gabriel Amorth says that Satan also gives powers
to his devotees. At times the people do not imme-
diately understand where they come from, or don’t

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Whatever the means with which the Evil One
tries to deceive, his perverse aim is always the
same: to drive man away from the faith and 

from the christian doctrine. The New Testament
clearly says: “The Holy Spirit openly declares that
in recent times some will move away from the faith,
listening to lying spirits and to the teachings of the
demons” (1 Timothy 4,1).

The aim of these oriental techniques is that of
“identifying man with the waves of thoughts of his
spirit”. Let us take as an example yoga. Those who
decide to practice it (including many christians) do
it in the beginning with the conviction of doing good
exercises, capable of relaxing both the body and
the spirit, affected by nervous stress.

It can be said that in the first grades of yoga the
spirit can reach “an apparent peace” which is no
more than self-satisfaction. With the passing of
time however, the practice of this technique that in
the beginning seemed harmless, becomes very
dangerous, as such as to seriously compromise
both the body and the personality of those who
practice it. Those who adhere to yoga, zen, tran-
scendental meditation etc. inevitably reach more
than a strong disinterest of others, negative senti-
ments of unforgiveness, jealousy, envy, but also
urges of adultery, impurity, etc.

The Evil One in fact, once he has managed to
deceive his victims hiding himself in the various
techniques of relaxing and meditation, always car-
ries out his plan of hate to the end, destroying
everything that is good in man. To be truly free it
would be best to stay away also from all those
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THE ORIENTAL TECHNIQUES of MEDITATION

One of the means with which the Demon is
inserting himself in the spiritual life of man, is actu-
ally the practice of oriental religions and the tech-
niques of meditation. These practices, that at the
start can appear harmless, are instead very dan-
gerous. It is through them that the Evil One seeks
to divert the person from the love and attention that
is due only to Jesus Christ.

The Prince of Darkness deceives also the most
aware in very diversified ways. For example, in
respect of a practising christian, interested in orien-
tal religion or meditation, he creates a growing dis-
interest for the practice of the sacraments (confes-
sion and the Holy Communion), making them
seem useless and inadequate and in this way
bringing the deceived individual to entering Church
only when “he feels the need to”. The figure of
Jesus Christ is apparently respected, for actually
having gone inside the Church that is never sug-
gested to be abandoned.

In reality, in such way, all of Christianity is
silently destroyed, this is Satan’s game. Jesus, in
fact, is not considered to be our God and Saviour,
but simply someone “enlightened”, which word can
be useful to man for a deeper understanding of
himself, or else is considered an “Avatar” that is,
one of the many incarnations of God, the same as
many others. These ignorant christians must be
reminded that all these religions were founded by
people and that Christianity is the only religion
revealed by God himself (1).

IN RESPECT of BLESSINGS

There is the danger that the faithful think a
blessing and one exorcism is enough to drive
away the demon Unfortunately few manage to see
the presence of the Spirit of Evil within themselves
when they abandon themselves to sin. They
immediately worry if a child has an evil influence
and run to an exorcist and also to a magician, but
they worry much less about educating the
child in the practice of good and a life of grace.
It is incredible how many people cannot manage
to see the Evil One where he really is present, that
is, in sin. Very few are those who realise that they
put themselves in his hands through sin. They call
the priest to bless the house, also at Easter, and
do not think that it is useless if the demon has
silently made his home in our hearts, driving us
away from the practice of religion.

The fight against the Evil One is carried out
above all through the fight against sin. While the
principal ally of Satan, our flesh, is alive and
strong, we are in great danger. If you have con-
quered your flesh, you have managed to deprive
the Evil One of his most effective support.

We expect to fight the devil with holy water,
without however abandoning a life of sin and
committing ourselves to a serious journey of sanc-
tity. Satan chains us up through sin, making us
slaves to his kingdom of darkness. The most fear-
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forms of psychotherapy that propose changing the
conscience:

1. Bio-feed back or conscious control and be
careful of normally unconscious physical processes,
like muscular tension, the temperature of the skin
and electrical brain activity .

2. Autogenous training: through a series of
autosuggestion with which you become aware of
your body.

3. Hypnosis and self-hypnosis.
4. Techniques of transforming the conscience

coming from esoterism and suggested by
theosophists, from Rosicruce, from Gurdjeff groups.

5. Oriental meditation like zen, yoga, Tantric
Buddhism. (You get in contact with the spirit world
and with the natural powers that everyone has with-
in themselves through the “mantra”).

6. Therapeutic disciplines for the control of the
body like aikido, hata yoga, tai-chi-chuan, the martial
arts.

7. Therapeutic disciplines for the control of
nature (vegetarianism, harmless medical sciences,
a certain type of homeopathy).

8. Courses of “Basic mental dynamics”.

If you have practiced or are practising even one
of the above techniques here perhaps is the
explanation of the origin of all your problems.
Not excluded from this danger is the so-called self-
taught people who consult books and magazines
specializing in magic in search of fortune, success
and love and those who telephone magicians. To
come out of it, it is necessary that you seriously
return to God, asking help from people like holy
priests or exorcist experts.

In the second
place, parents must take extreme care in saving
their children from too many “erosions”, that lay
traps for their physical life and above all their spir-
itual life.

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FIFTH MYSTERY

The Holy Family hidden in Nazareth.

“Joseph, given instruction in a dream, went to
the province of Galilee and made his home in
Nazareth. What the prophets had said came
true: “He will be called a “Nazarene”. Jesus
then returned to Nazareth with his parents and
willingly obeyed them. His mother jealously
kept the memory of all these facts inside her.
Jesus in the meantime grew in wisdom, age
and grace before God and before human
beings. Jesus was about 30 when he started
his work” (Matthew 2,22-24).

Reflection: The life of the Holy Family of Jesus,
Mary and Joseph hidden in Nazareth for many
years, about thirty, is a true mystery. No special
facts are known other than when they found Jesus
in the Temple at the age of twelve. Nevertheless it
is certain that in that Holy House the most splen-
did virtues, human and divine, were carried out.
They can be summarized in the following triad:
daily community prayer, honest sanctified work,
joyous harmony in the relationships inside and
outside the house.

Even his parents, as soon as they saw him,
were surprised and his mother said to him:

Reflection: Two important teachings are also
derived from this episode of the Holy family of
Nazareth. First of all children must be directed to
Religion, with all that it involves, from a very young
age, and not only with the constant and patient
educative united behaviour of both the parents,
but above all with their good enthralling example.
The christian life is something to live, not individu-
ally but together in community with all the mem-
bers of the family. If you do not manage to make a
community life in respect of religion, it is unlikely
that you can bring about an effective religious edu-
cation in the family, that is then also human edu-
cation. In the second place, the vocation of your
children, especially if it is regarding the choice of
priestly or religious life, must be respected, indeed
delicately gone along with.

Reflection: To defend our children in their material
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lived together. Joseph her husband being just and
not wanting to disgrace her, decided to break the
engagement privately. However, while he was think-
ing about this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him
in a dream and said: “Joseph, son of David, do not be
afraid to take Mary as your wife, for it is by the Holy
Spirit that she has conceived. She will give birth to a
son and your will call him Jesus: he will save his peo-
ple from their sins”. All this happened in order to
make what the Lord said through the prophets come
true. A virgin will conceive and give birth to a son that
will be called Immanuel, which means God is with us.
When Joseph woke up he did what the angel of the
Lord to him to do and married Mary, but had no sex-
ual relations with her before she gave birth to her
son, who Joseph named Jesus.

Reflection: Well, Saint Joseph adhered to, in full
faith, God’s plan for him. Do we also let ourselves be
guided in our choices by the Word of God, by the
Word of the Church?

At this point in my life, looking for help in a herbal-
ist’s, I discovered natural medicine, but behind this I
found the world of the occult. At first, I must say,
some things - such as sole reflexiology - helped me.
It looked like I came back to life. So I started to use
it more and more.

I myself then attended courses of reflexiology,
metamorphics, crystaltherapy, radioesthesia,
reiki, Bach’s flowers ... practically all this had
become my job.

One day at the “Reiki Center” I attended a Master
of Yoga and Transcendental Meditation arrived.

ACUPUNCTURE

«My name is Sabrina and I am 30 years old.
When I turned to an acupuncturer I did not know
Jesus and I ignored the christian faith’s dogmas and
the Catholic Church’s any precept, as for example
participating to Holy Mass on Sunday.

These, at 18, even if I had received Baptism,
Communion and Confirmation, were my spiritual
conditions and besides I lived in sin.

Since birth my life had been a series of diseases
and misfortunes, hospitalizations and medical

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me. I felt like a leper whose crusts were detaching
themselves. The course was fine, but also fraught
with suffering. I cried much. During a colloquy I dis-
covered to have a notable medianic charge and
medianic links with my father and I started to ask the
Lord, soon after Holy Communion, to deliver me. In
any case that night I fell asleep at 2:30 and I woke up
after 5:15 feeling as if a tie under the navel melted. I
realized I breathed deeply as I had not managed to
do for years, and I became aware that I had slept for
three hours like a ... normal person. I felt very good,
and since that night I did not ... get out of my body
any more. The following day, though, I had a very
high fever and I realized “someone” did not want me
to continue the spirituality course I was attending, but
- even if with much difficulty - I wanted to keep on fre-
quenting.

Two days later, at the healing prayer we did at
Mass’ ending, the fever suddenly disappeared.

This prayer, though, was preceded by a moment
of liberation in which we all together had invoked for
some minutes Jesus’ name. There, in the middle of
an immense fight taking place within me, I had the
strange sensation of receiving from Jesus something
like a blood transfusion. As if all my blood were sub-
stituted.

I felt besides a strange stiffness in my neck and
chest; as if I had an iron tube within me impeding me
to bend.

At a certain point I had the Lord’s mental image -
whom of course I invoked with all my heart - who
came and delivered me from the rigidity I felt in the
neck and chest and a sort of “string” seeming to
cover  my eyes and ears also disappeared. Now I
could hear and see as if I had new senses.
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icine attending two specific courses and two tradi-
tional Chinese massage courses in the school
where my acupuncturer taught.

Traditional Chinese medicine became my faith, I
thought and talked about it every moment, my rea-
sonings were in perfect Thaoist style. My only
desire for good was balancing “yin” and “yang”
energies to heal diseases.

I did not smile anymore and all that before
enruptured and moved me such as nature, litera-
ture, my animals, left me indifferent. I had become
insensitive.

I was always oppressed, I had premonitory
dreams (always and forever disgraces) and visions
throwing me into a dark depression and in an unre-
al dimension: I was always very weak, pale and I
felt confused and anguished.

I was certain that those “powers” beginning to
act within me, were given to me by that  abstract
and distant god whom I then knew and I started to
pray him to take them away from me.

I lost any parameter regarding good and bad,
and everything in my mind mixed in a terrifying
chaos. 

I lost control of the “powers” I discovered to
have, and I understood they were not mine.

Daily episodes of telepathy, thought reading and
above all disease diagnoses followed each other;
from my mouth without being able to control myself
came out words concerning very precise diag-
noses.

At the acupuncture school I got my certificate
scoring 30 with praise, I was esteemed, courted and
people said I was a special person. For me it was a
success, but I did not know what to do of it.

I felt ever more lonely, because no one knew
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visits, but even by the most sophisticated clinical
exams doctors could not manage to diagnose any-
thing significant ...

At school I was a decidedly brilliant student, but
very soon my health conditions worsened to the
point of blocking my studies, making my school
career different from what I wished it would be.

I did not have any true friends because I had the
impression that between me and the others there
was an invisible wall, and so lively was this sensa-
tion, as was great my suffering.

When the acupuncturer saw me for the first time,
only by touching my wrists and observing me listed
with precision all the illnesses I had had since birth
and even went back to a measles my mother had
had when she was in her second month of preg-
nancy.

I thought I had met a good physician and with
the hope to heal I reposed all my trust in that man.

Very painful and pitiable Acupuncture meetings
began, during which up to 27 pins were inserted in
all my body then manipulated in a circular way: on
the tip of my feet’s fingers, on my tongue and my
back and then I was made to recline in prone posi-
tion for 20-30 minutes without even myself realizing
how I could resist.

Every time I reclined myself on my back full of
pins and felt much pain the acupuncturer said that
that pained part of my body was not mine and that I
should act as if it was not; so very soon I did not feel
pain anymore.

I had the impression of losing contact and con-
trol of my body, though, of “seeing me live” and I
perceived most of my body “occupied”.

There was a betterment of all my physical prob-
lems and I began to be interested in Chinese med-

cine courses.
I was very excited because I had achieved what

I desired and above all because I esteemed the
acupuncturer, who had become for me a sort of idol.
I was happy he reciprocated my esteem (even if
maybe on his part the thing was not so clear). I had
reached success, but also suffering’s apex.

At this point Jesus came to my rescue. A friend,
an unbeliever, advised to go to a house of prayer to
“be blessed”.

A patient of her doctor husband’s had told her
about it.

I went there with the hope of talking to someone
and of receiving some good word.

I found a priest who listed all my sins and I had
to do nothing but answer: “Yes, I did it”.

My stupor was great principally because I did not
know I had done for so long a time things displeas-
ing to God. At that time I felt I loved God and at
every sin I said “I will not do it anymore”.

I was repentant, but not crushed by sense of
guilt, I wanted to know God. I was 22 and for the
first time I was said Jesus loved me. I did not have
any doubts. I soon went to Holy Mass (since then I
have daily attended), I cried most copiously, but I
was finally blessed also in suffering. I fell to the
ground and shouted.

My mother too converted herself on that day. On
the very evening I truncated any relationship with
the acupuncturer, deciding not to go to the weekly
appointment anymore.

I renounced with much enthusiam my job and
everything I had believed in and for which I had
studied: Chinese medicine.

No one explained to me why acupuncture
could not be reconciled to Christianity, but I
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that life for me was a hell.
I discovered I had to exercise pranotherapy

imposing hands on lemons that mummified and on
water which, when I concentrated, acquired the
aroma I desired. Besides any object hanging by a
thread in my hands rotated and oscillated as if gone
mad.

I also discovered radioesthesia, which a relative
of mine already practised.

I was sure I would soon die and at the same time
I was afraid and I was driven to suicide by terrifying
visions: my bed, mattress and cushion moved and I
felt a cold breathing near my face, I did not rest any
more, I saw black images with my eyes’ tail, and I
sometimes felt penetrated by something. I was los-
ing my mental health.

Of course I did not linked all this with acupunc-
ture, I just noticed that those “powers” had been
given to me and three years had already passed to
the rhythm of one acupuncture meeting a week.

I turned to God, I thought of reciting an Our
Father, but I was not able to remember it, I found
among my mother’s things a booklet of the Rosary
with the Pater prayer written in it, but I had a super-
human difficulty in reciting it, I confused words and
I felt pressed a the throat.

One Sunday I had the wish to go to Mass, but
few meters away from home, I was seized with a
tremendous tickle in my legs, which constrained to
go back home. Once in my house every symptom
disappeared.

In that period the acupuncturer proposed to work
in his study as an assistant and massager and
experienced in moxibustion and made me the allur-
ing proposal of a period of time to be spent in China,
with him and other people, to attend Chinese medi-

One week later I took part to a spirituality semi-
nar ... and during Jesus’ name’s invocation I had
very violent manifestations.
